This is the fourteenth year we have offered this traditional Tre Ore (three hour) service
at Faith. It is actually seven separate 20-25-minute devotional services marking the
hours Jesus spent on the cross and based on the seven last words he spoke from the
cross. Everyone is certainly invited to all of them, but more commonly people attend
two or three of the seven as they are able. There are a few minutes of silence between
each service, in which those who are staying for the next devotion may pray and
meditate, while others quietly arrive or leave.
