172 TSP. DRIED OREGANO

12 TSP. CRUSHED RED PEPPER FLAKES (OR TO TASTE)

DASH OF HOT SAUCE

3 TBSP. WORCESTERSHIRE SAUCE

2/3 CUP MILK

%2 CUP GRATED PARMESAN CHEESE (THE CAN CHEESE WORKS REALLY WELL)
1 CUP SEASONED BREAD CRUMBS

Preheat oven to 400 degrees. Mix the first eight ingredients then add milk,
parmesan cheese, and bread crumbs. Mix well. Form into 1 % inch
meatballs and place on a sheet pan covered with aluminum foil,

then bake 20 to 25 minutes.
