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one of the world’s largest. It's enough to say that the spinning
tunnel produces a dizzying effect that makes you feel like you're
floating sideways up a wall.

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Rustic Bread

If you enjoy hot bread right out of the oven, this recipe is for you.

It has very few ingredients and so easy to make, and the best part
is you make the dough ahead of time. Slice it and serve with butter.
Trust me, you will make this bread over and over again. Enjoy!!

INGREDIENTS

3 AND 1/4 CUPS BREAD FLOUR (SPOON & LEVELED), PLUS MORE FOR HANDS AND PAN
2 TEASPOONS YEAST

2 TEASPOONS COARSE SALT

1AND 1/2 CUPS ROOM TEMPERATURE WATER

Directions:

* In a large un-greased mixing bowl, whisk the flour, yeast, and salt together. Pour in the water and gently mix
together with a rubber spatula or wooden spoon. The dough will seem dry and shaggy, but keep working it
until all the flour is moistened. The dough will be sticky. Shape into a ball in the bowl as best you can.

* Cover the bowl with a tea towel or tightly with plastic wrap and set on the counter at room temperature. Allow
dough to rise for 2-3 hours. The dough will have a lot of air bubbles and double in size.

» After the dough rises, place in the refrigerator for at least 12 hours and up to 2 days. The dough will puff up
during this time.

» Lightly dust a large nonstick baking sheet with flour. Turn the cold dough out onto a floured work surface.
Using a sharp knife, cut dough in half. Some air bubbles will deflate as you work with it. Place dough halves
on a prepared baking sheet. Using floured hands, shape into 2 long loaves about 9x3 inches each about 3
inches apart. Loosely cover and allow to rest on your kitchen counter for 1 hour.

* Preheat the oven to 475°F.

» When ready to bake, using a very sharp knife or kitchen shears, make a shallow cut in the bread loaves with
3 slashes, about 1/2 inch deep. If the shaped loaves flattened out during the 45 minutes, use floured
hands to narrow them out along the sides again.

* Place the shaped and scored dough (on the flour-dusted pan) in the preheated oven on the center rack. Bake
for 20-25 minutes or until the crust is golden brown.

* Remove the bread from the oven and let it cool for a few minutes before slicing and serving.
