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In 2010, the DeBerrys stepped back from coordinating the fes-
tival and turned it over to the title sponsor to continue operations.
Last year, the Spring Hill Country Ham Festival was revitalized
and rebranded as The Whole Hog Festival to serve as the main
fundraiser for local food pantry The Well Outreach. Chris DeBerry
was tapped to be a board member for The Well Outreach and was
instrumental in planning for the event. The agency also served
as the Petting Zoo sponsor. In its inaugural year, The Whole Hog
Festival raised $40,000 for The Well Qutreach.

Through the years, the DeBerrys have supported the local
community in many ways sponsoring community and school
sports teams and supporting teachers and local police and fire
departments. They both served as board members of the Spring
Hill Chamber of Commerce, during which time Chris organized
the first business expo for the chamber that has continued as an

annual event.

Rustic Tomato Tart

This tart is perfect any time of year because it’s better to use store bought tomatoes, fresh garden tomatoes are too juicy.
You can make this recipe your own by changing the type of cheese and herbs you use. For the cheese, as long as you use
a good melting cheese, you can use what you like. For the herbs, dried or fresh works fine and you can choose whatever
herbs you like. I think fresh basil would be good to scatter over the top after it comes out of the oven.

Have fun tomato lovers!!

INGREDIENTS FOR THE FILLING:

FOR THE CRUST: 3-4 MEDIUM TOMATOES

1-1/2 CUPS ALL-PURPOSE FLOUR, SPOONED AND LEVELED 2 CUPS SHREDDED HAVARTI CHEESE
1/2 TEASPOON SALT COARSE SALT

1/4 CUP GRATED PARMESAN CHEESE %2 CUP OLIVE OIL

1-1/2 STICKS (12 TABLESPOONS) VERY COLD UNSALTED BUTTER, “2TSP. THYME

CUT INTO 1/2-INCH PIECES 12 TSP. OREGANO

1/4 CUP VERY COLD WATER 12 TSP. FRESH GROUND BLACK PEPPER

Y2 TSP. GRANULATED GARLIC
2 TBSP. GRATED PARMESAN CHEESE
DIRECTIONS:

Make the crust: Line a baking sheet with parchment paper, enough to extend over the sides a couple of inches. In a food processor fitted with the steel blade, combine the flour,
salt and parmesan cheese. Pulse briefly to combine. Add the cold butter and process just until the butter is the size of peas, about 5 seconds. Sprinkle the ice water over the mixture
and process just until moistened and very crumbly, about 5 seconds. Transfer the dough to a lightly floured work surface and knead a few times, just until it comes together into a
cohesive ball. Pat the dough into a disk. Flour your work surface again and dust the dough with flour, as well. Using a rolling pin, roll into a circle 8 to 10 inches in diameter, turning
and adding more flour as necessary so the dough doesn’t stick. Transfer the dough to the parchment-lined baking sheet and refrigerate while you prepare the filling (you’ll roll the
dough out further on the parchment paper so go ahead and clean your work surface).

Make the filling: While your dough is chilling slice your tomatoes about 1/4 inch thick. Layer into a colander and sprinkle some coarse salt in between the layers.
Allow to drain for at least 45 minutes and up to an hour. Every so often tilt the colander to allow the juices trapped between the layers to drain freely.

Prepare the olive oil mixture: In a small bowl combine thyme, oregano, black pepper, granulated garlic, and olive oil, set aside.

After the tomatoes have drained remove from the colander and drain them further by laying the tomatoes on several layers of paper towels.
Well drained tomatoes make for a crisp tart.

To assemble and bake the tart: Preheat the oven to 450° F. Remove crust from refrigerator. Transfer parchment paper with dough to your work surface, working directly on the
parchment paper, roll the dough into a 14-inch round that is about 1/8 of an inch thick. Transfer the parchment and dough back to the baking sheet - the dough should curve up the lip
of the pan, scatter the Havarti cheese over the hase of the tart, leaving a 2 inch wide border. Arrange the drained tomatoes evenly over the cheese. Fold the edges of the dough over
the tomatoes, pleating as you go. Brush the olive oil mixture over the crust and tomatoes, you may not use all of the oil mixture.

Sprinkle about 2 thsps. of Parmesan cheese over tomatoes.

Bake in the preheated oven until the tart is golden about 30-35 minutes. Remove from the oven and allow to cool for at least 10 to 15 minutes before cutting.

“We clean things that other people don’t want to clean,” says
Ron Tepner, about Bar-b-Clean and the other specialty cleaning
services offered by Franklin-based Jack Rabbit Clean Choices, a
family business owned by his son Marc.

“The people who call Bar-b-Clean have usually tried to clean
their barbecue and didn’t make any progress,” notes Tepner, who
says that’s hardly a surprise, as “it's a pretty nasty job,” and a
homeowner isn't likely to get very far “just taking a [steel bristle]
brush and scraping around.” Not when grease, gunk, corrosion,
rust, and clogs are all likely to be an issue, especially if the grill

has never—or rarely—been cleaned.

“We’ve got a unique process that gets a barbecue back to life,”
adds Tepner, which includes inspecting the grill, taking it apart,
and then cleaning it with a drill-powered brush before putting it
back together and using an industrial-grade steam cleaning pro-
cess that ensures the grill and its grates are safe and ready to cook
on.

Tepner encourages people to have their barbecue grills cleaned
at least once a year, for health, safety and performance reasons,
noting that “grills generally have carcinogens in there if you don’t
clean them on occasion, and we also find ‘rodent buffets’ in about

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half of all grills we clean,” he quips. That’s because rodents like to
crawl inside barbecues to keep warm—and nibble.

Regular grill cleanings have another advantage—they can
extend the life of your barbecue or outdoor kitchen. “When we're
done, everything is like-new, and your grill will perform better,” he
says.
