ON NOVEMBER 16 
IN BERRY FARMS

	 Matt Fornero had just graduated from 
Page High School in Franklin when a 
suspicious lump prompted a trip to his 
physician. “At first we thought he had an 
infection, but when the lump kept getting 
bigger we realized it was not something 
benign,” says his mother, Jayme Fornero. 
Tests soon revealed that Matt had a rare 
form of cancer called Rhabdomyosarco-
ma, which had metastasized and required 
immediate treatment.
	 “Vanderbilt got him in right away, 
where he had surgery and started chemo-

therapy,” adds Fornero, before noting that 
Matt has now been cancer-free for three 
years following multiple surgeries, radia-
tion treatment, and a year of chemotherapy.
	 But during her son’s treatment, Fornero 
learned that funding for research of sar-
comas—that is, cancers of the connective 
tissues—is lacking, despite the fact that 
sarcomas make up almost twenty percent 
of all childhood cancers. Knowing that the 
Sarcoma Foundation of America helps 
facilitate charity 5K races in cities with Sar-
coma Treatment Centers, she decided to 
spearhead the launch of a Nashville event, 
to help raise funds and awareness.      
	 Nashville’s first annual 5K Race to Cure 

Sarcoma was held in Berry Farms in the 
fall of 2017 and raised $50,000, with the 
2018 event raising another $90,000. Now, 
thanks to the efforts of Fornero and fellow 
race founder-organizers like Kristine Huff 
and Kristen Ivory (both of whom have 
lost loved ones to sarcoma), the race has 
a five-person organizing committee and 
promises to raise even more money in 
2019.
	 “We had 550 people run or walk last 
year, and we hope to have over 600 this 
year,” says Fornero. “We already have a 
dozen teams signed up, which is more than 
we’ve had at this stage in the past.”

	 Fornero encourages interested runners, 
walkers, and teams of runners/walkers 
to register at the Nashville Race to Cure 
Sarcoma’s signup page, which offers 
further details about the race, as well as 
information about the Sarcoma Foundation 
of America, which splits the proceeds with 
the Vanderbilt-Ingram Cancer Center.
	 Fornero emphasizes that the race isn’t 
merely a lot of fun, it’s uplifting for those 
who are battling the disease or have fought 
it in the past, as victims and survivors get 
a visceral reminder that there are countless 
individuals—including caregivers and 

medical professionals—who are support-
ing them in their fight. 
	 “My favorite part of the event is meet-
ing people who have had a sarcoma diag-
nosis and have gone through treatment,” 
she says, before pausing and adding, 
“Well, that and watching the race grow, 
thanks to the support of Berry Farms and 
our community.”
	 As for things she thinks the general 
public should know about sarcomas, 
Fornero emphasizes the need for greater 
awareness and more research dollars, as 
sarcomas can only be cured about half the 
time, hence the need for new therapeutic 
approaches. 

	 Part of the challenge is that many 
sarcomas are hidden deep in the body, 
so a diagnosis often comes too late for a 
realistic chance to be cured. 
	 “If you [or a loved one] notices a lump 
that keeps growing, get to the doctor, don’t 
wait,” she concludes. “And if it turns out 
you or your loved one has sarcoma, get to 
a Sarcoma Treatment Center [like Van-
derbilt-Ingram Cancer Center or St. Jude 
Children’s Research Hospital in Memphis], 
because they are the most knowledgeable 
in terms of treatment. When it comes to 
sarcoma, it’s important how it’s treated, and 
it needs to be treated quickly.”

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SANTA TO VISIT FRANKLIN ON DEC. 7
JOIN KIWANIS CHRISTMAS PARADE AND 
MAKE PLANS NOW TO PARTICIPATE

	 This year more than 15,000 people are 
expected to be on hand to welcome Santa 
Claus to Williamson County, as his float 
winds its way through the streets of down-
town Franklin during this year’s Kiwanis 
Christmas Parade. Held annually on the 
first Saturday of December, the parade is 
presented by the Kiwanis Club of Historic 
Downtown Franklin, the local chapter of 
the international civic organization, with 
this year’s theme being “Holiday Heroes.”
	 “Our core focus is helping children in 
Franklin and Williamson County, and we 

do so in a variety of ways,” begins Marta 
Eynatten, President of the Kiwanis Club of 
Historic Downtown Franklin and co-chair 
of the Christmas Parade. “The parade is 
our primary fundraiser each year, and last 
year we provided ten $1,000 scholarships 
to ten high school seniors from Franklin-ar-
ea high schools.”
	 But Eynatten and parade co-chair Tim 
Jones anticipate that this year’s parade will 
be bigger and better than ever before, with 
upwards of a hundred parade entries and 
at least a half-dozen middle school and 
high-school bands performing.
	 Also, the Franklin Volunteer Fire Dept. 
Auxiliary and their wives will be doing 

a toy collection along the route, “so all 
parade goers will hopefully bring a new, 
unwrapped toy, which will be collected as 
the Santa float goes by,” offers Eynatten, 
noting that the firefighters will use the toys 
for their toy distribution program. 
	 Meanwhile, the Kiwanis Club hopes

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Kids, a PTO-sponsored clothing closet in 
the Franklin Special School District. 
	 But to add to the number of scholar-
ships, the parade needs more sponsors. 
“There are a variety of sponsorship levels,” 
explains Eynatten, who encourages 
potential sponsors to e-mail her about the 
available options, which “start at $100 
and go up to two-thousand dollars,” all of 
which are detailed on the Franklin Kiwanis 
Christmas Parade’s Eventbrite page, the 
same place where groups and individuals 
can register to participate in the proceed-
ings.

	 In addition, the Kiwanis Club is also 
looking for volunteers to help carry ban-
ners in the parade, and to help with stag-
ing in Jim Warren Park before the event 
gets underway at 2 pm. “Each sponsor has 
a custom banner that we provide,” says 
Eynatten, “and we need two or three kids 
to carry each banner, so we love having 
middle school and high school students 
volunteer.”
	 Naturally, the Kiwanis Club of Historic 
Downtown Franklin also encourages peo-
ple to come out to watch the parade, and to 
consider contacting Eynatten about joining 
the organization. 
	 Of course, once all the preparation is 

done, Eynatten looks forward to enjoying 
the parade just like everyone else. “It’s 
always so much fun to see the Santa Claus 
float and to see the arrival of Santa,” she 
says, promising that it will be a treat to see 
the creativity of the floats that are entered. 
“The floats are [always] fabulous.”

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MILLERS THRILLERS
A GREAT LOCAL HAUNT
	 David Miller, owner of Millers Thrill-
ers Haunted Woods, doesn’t watch scary 
movies and long shied away from visit-
ing haunted houses. So it’s a little ironic 
that he now operates a wildly successful 
local haunt attraction, one that features 
two different draws—an hour-long trek 
through the woods of Middle Tennessee 
and a Zombie Paintball Hayride, the latter 
of which offers riders the chance to fire on 
and eradicate a horde of marauding 
zombies.     
	 Now in its 12thseason, Miller says he 
was inspired to start Millers Thrillers after 
he noticed the area’s distinct lack of haunt 
attractions. And in the back of his mind, he 

knew his family’s farmland possessed ideal 
characteristics for such an endeavor. 
	 “The area was mined for phosphate, 
and left some really rough terrain that 
is naturally laid out for super cool trails 
through the woods, ones that feature rock 
formations, swamps, and cable bridges,” 
begins Miller. Plus, when you get outside 
the city, and you don’t have the city lights, 
“you can see the stars, and you feel like 
you’re in the middle of nowhere, which is 
kind of creepy.” 
	 In other words, it’s perfect for the 
Haunted Woods, an attraction that fre-
quently inspires visitors to say, “Wow, I’ve 
never seen that before,” or “How did they 
think of this?” 
	 “We don’t proclaim to be the scariest 

haunt, but we do proclaim to be the most 
entertaining haunted attraction,” offers 
Miller. “We’re not gory, and we don’t do 
witch references or devil-demon referenc-
es. Instead, we try to be family-friendly, 
with high production values. We do have 
startle-scares, but it’s more theatrics and 
wow-factor moments.”
	 To be sure, Miller—who also owns 
Extreme Escape Games on Galleria Blvd. 
in Cool Springs—goes to great lengths to 
awe Millers Thrillers ticket holders, adding 
to, tweaking, and improving the attractions 
each and every year.
	 “We start planning in the winter and 
start building sets every March,” he says, 
while also bringing in out-of-state talent to

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help create and construct new sets, not to 
mention they perform for visitors. 
	 “We are one of the few haunts that do 
a big stage show for people waiting in line. 
We have a zombie drum line, fire perform-
ers, stilt walkers, jugglers, a light show set 
to music, professional dancers and various 
variety acts. We also have a high wire 
pirate swordfight act that is coming from 
Florida for the last two weeks of October,” 
he says. 
	 But the main attraction, for many, re-
mains the Zombie Paintball Hayride, which 
Miller describes as “a concept that took us 
to another level.” That is, paintball guns 
mounted to the side of a hayride, which 
allow ticket holders the chance to shoot 
zombies—who come at passengers from all 
directions, including high and low—while 
being driven through spooky, dark woods.
	 “It’s like a video game come to life,” 
describes Miller, who adds that “it’s all the 
fun of paintball without running, without 
getting shot, and without getting sweaty or 
dirty. You get all the perks, without all the 
negatives.”   

	 Meanwhile, Millers Thrillers is add-
ing a brand-new attraction this year, one 
Miller describes as “unlike anything ever 
done in the haunt industry.” That is, “it’s 
a combination of a gladiator arena, flag 
football, Survivor, an escape game, Amaz-
ing Race, The Hunger Games, and a crazy 
circus. We used all of those for inspiration 
and put them in a blender and came up 
with this idea.” 
	 In a nutshell, participants in Arena X: 
Escape from the Clowns, have the option 
of being competitors or spectators, with 
the competitors having three minutes to 
complete an escape game challenge with-
out getting their flag football belts pulled 
by clowns, “who will also be working the 
crowd, kind of like professional wrestlers 
do, talking trash in a family-friendly way,” 
says Miller. He compares the event to the 
freeze tag you played as a kid but taken to 
an entirely new level. 
	 As for the audience for the two long-
standing attractions, Miller tells us that 
the hayride is for ages seven and up and 
the Haunted Woods are for those who are 
ten or older. “Our attractions aren’t just for 
hardcore haunt fans,” he adds. “They are 

for anyone who just wants to share some 
entertainment with friends and family,” 
and also ideal for group outings, includ-
ing birthday parties and those of church 
groups. 
	 For his part, Miller believes that this 
year’s visitors are really going to appreciate 
all the work he and his team have put in to 
make the 2019 season the most memorable 
yet. 
	 “It’s a lot of work,” he concludes, “but 
it’s very rewarding for us when we see the 
reaction from the crowds.”
