Kathy Clem, executive director of The Good Samaritan
Center since 1999, works tirelessly to make sure
struggling Jackson families receive year-round services
such as case management, financial and job assistance,
counseling services, clothing, and food, as well as a
soup kitchen to address food insecurities in Laurel.
Kathy volunteered at Good Sam when her mother was
executive director, who encouraged her to get more
involved, said “You love people.” When the COVID-19
pandemic hit, Kathy realized food insecurity would grow
while farmers and closed restaurants turned away fresh
food orders they were unable to sell. Good Sam rescued
this food to give to food pantries and soup kitchens
throughout the state. Kathy joined Capital City Pride,
first as a volunteer, and then in 2020 as a committee
member. Her extensive knowledge and leadership

of planning fundraising races throughout the Capital
City region led her to excel in coordinating the annual
Rainbow Run 5k, which also includes a children’s fun run.
Creating safe places for all queer individuals and their
allies, especially youth, is a huge passion for Kathy. = »
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TEMICA “TUTT” MORTON

Temica "Tutt” Morton is a dedicated LGBTQIA+
advocate and entrepreneur based in Jackson, MS, whose
efforts have made a significant impact on her community.
Witnessing firsthand the stories and struggles of those
around her, she created L.I.FE., Inc. in 2018 to fill the
gaps in services and resources. L.I.FE., Inc. offers HIV
rapid testing, advocacy training, and a community food
pantry, all designed to meet the diverse needs of the
community. Despite the COVID-19 pandemic, Tutt and
her team continued to support the community through
phone calls, medication deliveries, and transportation
assistance for essential workers. Tutt is also the owner of
Metro 2.0, a nightclub that has served as a vital gathering
place for LGBTQIA+ people of color in Jackson since
the late 1990s. Tutt’s leadership has culminated in the
establishment of Metro Reunion Weekend, an annual
family reunion event that promotes health awareness,
testing, and education. Through her work with L.I.F.E.,
Inc. and Metro 2.0, she continues to inspire and uplift the
LGBTQIA+ community in Jackson, MS, making a lasting
impact on the lives of those she serves.
