"For 
every Christmas tree cut in Georgia, five are planted in its place. This way we add more to 
our planet than we take away. In fact, we are consistently ranked the top forestry state in the 
nation, the Georgia Grown website notes.  The state also offers this tip for buying a fresh 
Christmas tree: Lightly grasp a branch and gently pull it through your hand. If the tree is 
fresh, very few needles will come off.
