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* Reply to invitations by date requested.

* Place napkin in lap; use only to pat mouth.

» Keep elbows off the table during meal.

» Remove spoon from cup/glass before
drinking.

* Chew with mouth closed; don’t overload
mouth.

 Taste food before adding salt/pepper/etc.

» Break bread. Butter one piece at a time.

» Cut meat one or two bites at a time.

* Place utensils at 10:20 position when done.

» Place napkin to left of plate when done.

» Thank host/hostess before leaving.
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
