Expected date of bid: March 2023

St. George Info: Oral arguments were heard on March 14 by a 3-judge panel of the 1st Circuit
Court of Appeals to determine the fate of the St. George incorporation. A decision is due in 60-90
days. If the decision is 3-0 in St. George’s favor then St. George will be incorporated. If it's 2-1 then
two more judges will be added to the panel and a new decision rendered. A 1-2 or 0-3 vote will in-
validate the election. Any decision may be appealed to the La. Supreme Court. Drew Murrell



W-PP Crime Prevention & Neighborhood Improvement District

Crime Prevention Report - Thankfully this year, we have little crime to report. We have 5 off-duty
deputies who patrol W-PP for a weekly average of 30 hours that are primarily from sunup to sundown. Their
presence is an effective crime deterrent. Homeless people have become more prevalent throughout Baton
Rouge. They currently stay under the 1-12 bridge just south of Jefferson Highway or close by there. Two
times, our St. George Fire trucks have been called to put out fires set by the homeless. As such, we have
had them removed twice only to see them return after a month or two. Our patrols watch this closely, espe-
cially when our neighbors on Drusilla experience thefts, vandalism and disturbances of the peace. Please
secure your backyard fences on Drusilla as much as possible to keep these folks from trespassing through
your yards. Check security cameras and Ring doorbells if crimes occur. Call the Sheriff’s office (389-5000),
post it on NextDoor and report it on our Phone Tree (Steve Foster-328-8424 or David Carnes-266-4822).
Keep us informed; it prevents crimes. LOCK SHEDS and CARS. Keep bikes and mowers secure. Please
lock all doors on your homes, too.

Crime Cameras - FLOCK cameras are now installed at all four entrances. Our deputy patrol coordina-
tor, Lt. Chad Jones of the Sheriff’'s Office, has helped us with these cameras. The Sheriff has installed 40
FLOCK cameras in and around the parish. It is important to note that none of us on the board have access
to the footage or info. These cameras feature a high-resolution License Plate Reader that is networked into
the Sheriff's Real Time Camera Center as well as other law enforcement agencies. It's also helpful to put
Westminster-Pine Park stickers on our cars. Contact us if you want a sticker.

Speeding and running stop signs - If you see any speeders or drivers running stop signs, notify the
Sheriff (389-5000). David L. Carnes (davidcarnes@cox.net 225-266-4822)

PHONE TREE: If you want to receive notifications of crimes, emergencies, and neighborhood-wide events, be sure
your phone number is registered in our W-PP phone tree. Cell phone numbers will receive notifications via text while
home numbers will receive a recorded phone call. Steve Foster is our phone tree coordinator. Please submit requests
to be added to the system or to remove or change a phone number to Steve.

If you have been the victim of a crime, we would like to warn our neighbors, but you must inform us before we
can do a broadcast. You can contact Steve Foster (coordinator) at 225-328-8424 or email stevenliz91@gmail.com or
David Carnes (Crime Prevention) at 225-266-4822 or email davidcarnes@cox.net.

When you receive a call or text from our phone tree, the call will be identified as coming from 225-317-7992.
Put that number into your contacts so you will not think it is spam. If you call that number from a phone that is registered
in our system you will hear a replay of the most recent message (if it is within 7 days of the broadcast). The system will
attempt to call your phone three different times. If your line is busy or you have no answering machine, you will not re-
ceive the phone tree message. We generally do not do a follow-up message, but if a crime has occurred someone on
the crime prevention board usually does a post in Nextdoor.com with more details and follow-up. Thanks! Steve Foster
