I am opposed to the height variance request by WestUrban Developments Ltd. for its proposed development of the above properties.

This video clearly illustrates the great risks associated with adding 300 cars per day onto the steep Alder hill, both personal risks to drivers and potential liability to the City if, and more likely when, an accident occurs.

There is also a clear conflict with the proposed Master Transportation Plan which has not provided for turn lanes or additional lights, but does add extra parking and bicycle lanes which would certainly complicate traffic issues.

My vote is for no development on these properties. Alder hill already has issues with excessive speed, icing, vehicles turning into one street and one condo development, a steep grade and regular wildlife crossing. Let’s not take any additional risks.
