 Please pay attention to annual fees. If a church wants to pre-register you may do so. Please type first and 
last name for every person the church is paying for. Also, by each name please state if said person is the delegate, 
annual member, deacon, minister or pastor.  Also, please inform your pastor or relevant member in advance that 
the church will be paying for them. Every year, confusion arises when delegates submit checks for some 
individuals but not others, resulting in refund issues. 
 
 All checks or money orders are made payable to Women’s Home and Foreign Mission only—do not write 
Trent River on the check. Incorrectly addressed checks will be returned, and registration will not be processed. 
Finally. Please make sure the amount of money matches the number of persons being registered. (for example, 
if you are registering the delegate, two annual members, and the pastor the check amount will be $10.00 for 
delegate, $7.00 per annual member and $15.00 for the pastor the total check will be $39.00) the delegate, 
pastor and deacons do not pay an additional $7.00 or annual member. The amount you paid is your annual 
member’s fee.
