‘Makes a 9 inch, 3-layer cake

Ingredients:
3 cups  All-Purpose Flour
2 cups Sugar
1 tsp Salt
1 tsp Baking Soda
1 tsp Cinnamon
3 Eggs, beaten
1-1/2 cups Vegetable Oil
1-1/2 tsp Vanilla extract
1 8oz can Crushed Pineapple, undrained
2 cups Pecan halves, toasted
2 cups Chopped Banana (3-4 bananas)
FROSTING:
16 0z Cream Cheese, softened
1 cup Butter, softened
1 tsp Vanilla extract
2 cups Powdered Sugar, sifted

Pre rk:
e Pre-heat your oven to 350 degrees.

o Toast the pecan halves on a baking sheet for
approx 10 minutes, stirring once or twice until
aromatic. Let cool. Set aside 12 halves for
decorating the cake. Chop the remaining
pecans into small pieces.

e Grease and flour 3 - 9 in. round cake pans.
Optional: To insure easy release from the pan,
line the bottoms with parchment paper (after
greasing but before dusting with flour).

e Chop Bananas and set aside.

Instructions:

. In a large bowl, whisk together the dry

ingredients (Flour, Sugar, Salt, Baking Soda &
Cinnamon).

. Stir in the wet ingredients (Eggs, Vegetable Oil,

Vanilla and Crushed Pineapple with juice).

. Stir in the chopped Bananas and the chopped

Pecans just until combined.

. Spoon batter evenly into the 3 pans.

. Bake at 350 for 25 - 30 minutes, until a toothpick

comes out clean in the center.

. Cool cakes in the pans for 10 minutes. Remove

from pans and cool completely (about 1 hour).

7. MAKE THE FROSTING: Beat the Cream

Cheese and Butter until fluffy. Beat in the
Vanilla. Gradually beat in the sifted Powdered
Sugar.

8. Use the frosting to fill and frost the cake.

Decorate with the remaining pecan halves.

Isaiah 22:23 "And | will fasten him [as] a nail in a sure place; and he shall be for a
glorious throne to his father's house."

What a strange declaration this is. How wonderful are the ways and the methods
used by the Holy Spirit to make Christ real to us!
