Designed for Technical Rescue personnel with a focus on heavy lift, stabilization, 
disentanglement and extrication.  Props to consist of passenger and commercial 
vehicles as well as machinery.

PPE - Turn out gear:
Firefighters must be equipped with appropriate PPE that meets WAC 296-305-02001, 
Personal Protective Equipment and Protective Clothing, Extrication PPE (Department 
approved) may be appropriate for some scenarios.
