We welcomed guest speakers from the Idaho Falls crisis 
center, RHC (RehabilitaƟve Health Center), to our August 17 
prayer meeƟng. ExecuƟve Director James McLain and 

Assistant Director Kenneth Asay shared 
informaƟon about the work done there.  

With 250 employees and a 20-bed dorm, RHS 
uses bedding from IFAHC. They are open 24/7 
to provide crisis intervenƟon, all at no cost to 
the individual. They provide case 
management and staff a medical unit 

equivalent to a hospital emergency room. Referrals to 
community resources are made within 24 hours. The 
Governor has mandated that RMS remain 
open at all Ɵmes, even during COVID, and 
McLain stated that they accepted COVID 
posiƟve clients during the pandemic 
shutdown. Serving clients from Utah, 
Wyoming, and Idaho, RHS has experienced 
great success in saving the lives of vulnerable

Drew and Bonnie Beasley, JustServe specialists from 
the Lincoln Stake, coordinated a hygiene kit drive for 
IFAHC last month. They shared the following experi-
ence: 

“As [we] were gathering [items] for the ...project, we 
[learned] that the bulk discounted order of bar soap would 
not be available unƟl October 2022. We had to scramble to 
find another provider at minimal cost and readily available.  

“Although we had previously spoken with the Idaho Falls 
Costco manager, we returned asking for his help. ...An hour 
later he called and said he had idenƟfied bar soap at the Poc-
atello Costco and has reserved 1,000 bars of soap 
for...pickup. 

“Cameron was the front-end manager on duty. We men-
Ɵoned that IFAHC had recently sent about 300 hygiene kits to 
an orphanage in Ukraine. Tears began to roll down his 
cheeks. He said, ‘My wife is from Ukraine; our family is sƟll 
there. Your efforts have deeply touched me and our family. 
Thank you!’ He…contributed $100 out of his personal ac-
count…and said, ‘May God bless…the Humanitarian Center 
for these acts of kindness and generosity.’…
