Touching on a few state and national noteworthy events, the
history is our Tuscarawas County history and the importance of
Tuscarawas County's location and people before and during our
fight for independence.

The timeline display features numerous maps and historical photos—including one that illustrates how long a canoe journey
from Fort Laurens to Detroit would have taken. Children are encouraged to touch the animal pelts similar to those traded in
the 1750s and 1760s. Visitors will find several interactive elements, including a QR code that links to a 45-second audio
interpretation of the final night experienced by those who were massacred.
