Celebrate America 250-Ohio with a weekend dedicated
to the spirit of American innovation at the Transportation
Celebration in Dennison, a free, family-friendly festival
running from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. on April 25 and 26, 2026.
This two-day event brings together the best of trains,
planes, and automobiles, transforming Tuscarawas
County into a hub of movement, history, and fun.

The festival takes place at the historic Dennison Railroad
Depot Museum, a National Historic Landmark
celebrated for its WWI and WWII Canteen that served 1.5
million soldiers. Its exhibits and programs will be open
throughout the event, providing visitors the chance to
explore one of Ohio’s most treasured heritage sites.

At the heart of the celebration is an impressive lineup of
transportation themed attractions. The Age of Steam
Roundhouse will showcase a visiting steam engine,
offering visitors an up-close look at the power and
craftsmanship of early rail travel. Overhead, guests can
enjoy a vintage and military aircraft flyover, adding

an exhilarating touch to the festivities. On the ground, a
sprawling 250-vehicle car show, reenactors, USO-style
performances, museum exhibits, food trucks, and family
activities create a lively atmosphere honoring 250 years of
American ingenuity.

While the Transportation Celebration stands on its own,
visitors can also opt to ride the 250 Buckeye Train, a
special excursion inspired by the 1976 Bicentennial
Freedom Train. Traveling the historic Panhandle Line of
the Pennsylvania Railroad from Columbus to Dennison,
the journey offers vintage passenger cars, onboard enter-
tainment, and sweeping views of small-town Ohio. Pas-
sengers enjoy a three-hour layover at the festival before
returning, making the train ride a memorable add-on to an
already vibrant weekend.

County. The Dennison Railroad Depot Museum brings the story home, highlighting the human side of
wartime rail travel and the volunteers who supported millions of soldiers. The Age of Steam Roundhouse
represents the war front—where locomotives, equipment, and military power were built, maintained, and
mobilized. Together, these sites illustrate how railroads connected industry, military service, and commu-
nity during World War Il. Guests are encouraged to visit both locations for a full 1940s wartime railroad
experience.

Victory on the Homefront-Step into the heart of the WWII homefront at the Dennison Railroad Depot
Museum, a National Historic Landmark, during Victory on the Homefront, June 19-20, 2026. Visitors can
explore a live display of the WWII Salvation Army Canteen, take the WWII Poster Mural Tour through the
village, tour the museum, and view exhibits that tell the story of life on the homefront. On Saturday, June
20, guests may take a one-hour troop train excursion, offering a meaningful glimpse into the wartime rail
journey shared by countless servicemen.

Built in 1873, the Depot became nationally known during World War Il as “Dreamsville, USA,” serving
over 1.5 million servicemen. Local volunteers provided free food, coffee, and companionship, turning
the Depot into a lasting symbol of American homefront hospitality.

Steam to Victory-Experience the power of America’s wartime railroads at the Age of Steam Roundhouse
during Steam to Victory, June 19-20, 2026. Visitors will see operating steam locomotives, WWII military
vehicles, artillery demonstrations, and living history reenactors. Guided tours highlight the machinery
and craftsmanship that kept the nation moving and helped power victory.

Celebrate America 250 in Tuscarawas County by discovering a landscape where

the American story runs deep. Here, forest paths once walked by Native nations

became the stage for frontier forts, bold experiments in community, and moments
of both hope and heartbreak.

Step into Schoenbrunn Village, founded in
1772 by Moravian missionaries. This was the
first Christian settlement in the Ohio
Country, where German and Lenape families
once farmed, traded, and worshipped together.

Today, the reconstructed cabins, schoolhouse,
and church create an immersive experience—
especially during popular lantern tours, which
bring the village’s nighttime stories to life. It's

a peaceful place that once stood at the tense
crossroads of empires, cultures, and alliances.

Schoenbrunn Village established the
state’s first civil code and built the
first schoolhouse in Ohio.

Travel a bit farther to encounter one of Ohio’s most sobering

historic sites: Gnadenhutten. Originally founded in 1772 as a Gnadenhutten
peaceful Moravian mission village, it became home to is the oldest
Christian Lenape families who hoped to live apart from the existing
region’s mounting conflicts. On March 8, 1782, that hope was settlement in
shattered when Pennsylvania militiamen, wrongly believing the Ohio

villagers had aided enemy forces, captured the

community and killed 96 unarmed men, women, and children.
Known as the Gnadenhutten Massacre, it remains one of the
darkest episodes in frontier history. President Roosevelt called
the massacre “a stain on the frontier character that the lapse
of time cannot wash away.” Today, a museum, reconstructed
log buildings and memorial mound honor the victims. Visitors
encounter a quiet, reflective place where the weight of history
encourages thought about peace, justice, and remembrance.

At Fort Laurens, built in 1778 along a well-traveled
Native and military trading route, you will visit the site of
the only Revolutionary War-era fort in Ohio. It offers a
rare look at the nation’s early frontier. Soldiers at the fort
endured siege, bitter cold, and near starvation—
sacrifices that shaped the struggle for independence. On
the grounds, Ohio’s only Revolutionary War Tomb of
the Unknown Patriot honors those whose names are lost
but whose service endures. It's a powerful stop for any
traveler exploring America’s earliest chapters.

As the frontier era continued, the region’s story took a
new turn with its final major settlement: Zoar Village,
founded in 1817. Here, German Separatists seeking
religious freedom built a community unlike any other.
They shared property, labor, and resources, creating a
communal society grounded in equality, devotion, and
cooperation. For nearly 80 years, Zoar flourished—
renowned for skilled craftsmanship, prosperous
agriculture, and its distinctive communal spirit.

Today, Zoar stands as a beautifully preserved National

Historic Site, a living testament to the region’s last great

settlement. Visitors can explore original buildings, enjoy
festivals and tours, and wander through the
iconic Zoar Garden, designed in the form of a
symbolic “Tree of Life.”

As America marks 250 years, these
Tuscarawas County stories remind us how
Ohio’s frontier became helped to build the
foundation of our nation.

Zoar Village was a unique communal
society where all property & labor were

shared equally among its members.
