Monday thru Friday from 9:00 to 5:00.  Do not book thru the front desk or thru a service. You must be 

on Md. Shores package if staying at the hotel.  

You must make your hotel reservations as soon as possible. Please tell them you are with Md Shores 

and who your roommate will be if you have one, even if it is your spouse coming with you. Spouses 

must take package also.  If you are staying at the hotel, you MUST be on our package, as per our 

contract.  

Package prices include room for 5 nights, with 1 dinner on Sunday, 5 breakfasts, 5 lunches, 5 

afternoon breaks plus all gratuities, and taxes. Room check in starts at 4:00, and classrooms available 

after 4:00. Check out is 11:00 Friday. Our special group rate is only good until February 1st 2025 so 

please book ASAP.  The hotel is all oceanfront on the boardwalk. It is fully handicap accessible.
