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What is a Fratzog?
What Is a Fratzog, and Why Is It Important Now?

Dodge is doubling down on performance with electric muscle cars starting in 2024, and the famed fratzog logo shall be

Dodge’s new battle flag!
This July, auto journalists and vloggers converged on the Stellantis Tech Center in Auburn

Hills, Michigan for Dodge's Electrical Vehicle Summit. The hall darkened and the video
screen awakened to show an ominous vehicle form obscured by CGIl smoke. Vin Diesel's
commanding voice erupted from hidden loudspeakers: "Hold on a minute. Did we hear that
right? Dodge is making an electric car. We're talking hypothetical, right? Surely you jest.
Dodge? You mean the people who devised the legendary 426 Hemi and sunk it inside a
sublime missile? You mean the Dodge that created the Hellcat Redeye, and the most
powerful muscle car in the world, makers of the 840hp wheel-standing Demon? Why on
God's green earth would Dodge ever build an electric car? Anybody? Any thought out

there? Hello?"

Fratzog was the name of the emblem used by Chrysler Corporation's Dodge Division from September 1962 through 1976. It was composed
of three arrowhead shapes forming a 3-pointed star. When Dodge stylists designed it in the early 1960s, they had to have a name for it, and
one of the designers came up with the meaningless name 'Fratzog', which ultimately stuck. Asthe Dodge Division's logo, Fratzog was
incorporated in various badges and emblems on Dodge vehicles. It was also integrated into the design of such parts as steering wheel center
hubs and road wheel covers.
