1978 Valiant Super Bee A-Body 

 
The 1978 Valiant Super Bee is a 
rare vehicle produced and sold 
only in Mexico. The 1978 Valiant-
turned Super Bee- cranked out 
300 horsepower. 
 
In Mexico, 60 percent of parts 
used had to be domestically 
produced, so Chrysler put the 
Super Bee name on the ’78 
Valiant body.  It used the 318 
cubic inch 270 HP engine which 
was more or less similar to the 
horsepower numbers for the 
state side 340 small block 
engine. 
 
The last two years of the A-Body 
Super Bee saw an increase in 
power with the addition of the 
360 small-block rated at 300 
horses. 

 
The brand name Plymouth was 
exclusively reserved for the US

The 1968 Dodge Charger, the 
second generation was all-new 
for 1968 and so were the 
Cincinnati Bengals. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
In 1968, the American Football 
League (AFL) granted the city of 
Cincinnati a football franchise 
called the Bengals. To 
commemorate the occasion, local  

Dodge dealer Tom Kneer 
decided to create his own special 
edition Dodge Charger in the 
team’s colors. 
 
Kneer made contact with the 
Bengals’ headquarters to get vital 
information needed to craft his 
Bengal Charger. He discovered 
the team’s uniforms were black 
with orange and white stripes and 
helmets were bright orange with 
black “Bengal” lettering. 
 
Kneer placed an order with 
Dodge for 50 of the limited 
edition cars. The cars could be 
ordered with  
Black or White interiors. Engines 
ranged from 225 cubic inch six 
cylinder 145 HP up to 300 HP V8 
horsepower. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Of the 50 original Chargers, only 
3 have been accounted for in 
recent years.
