¢ Made a commitment to continue to pursue ski racing in their high school and/or college years
e  Currently parficipating in the PSC Race Program atf the U14 to U19 level
e Plans to continue their participation in the PSC Race Program in the 2019-2020 season
e Received approval for planned use of Scholarship from PSC Race Director
