Candidates should be experienced in using commercial-sized systems.  In particular, they would need to have access to a heavy-duty (tow-behind) compressor for the fall blowout.  Previous contractor set up long-term contract to rent compressor for a couple of months each year for end of season.
· Water bill was discussed- payed approx. $9500 last year.  Bill said that we have a well in our park area.  If we get a new pump and if casing is intact, we could save money in future years.   Est. pump costing $2500, to get it fixed total estimate around $5000.  Continue to discuss possibility.
