UNFINISHED BUSINESS-
· Discussed Covenant change progress- we have rec’d 37 signatures to date, meeting was held on Jan 14, 2019 to answer questions about the amendment drawn up by our attorney.  Pros and Cons were discussed at the meeting.
· Send email blast follow-up to remind neighbors to send in signature if they approve the amendment change.
· Board approved $500 to investigate fixing AG Well- schedule appt, contacting Deb Jones, Bill will meet on site 

· Joe Bender, Ground Exploration LLC, Well Water Services. Joe said $500 for a diagnostic, would have to bring in a large truck to pull out the pump. The pump we have is 1 1/2 horse.   It would cost a minimum $2000.  Have power and a good well, we just need to get water to it. Suggested to call Colorado Division of Water Resources and tell them that we want to get the fixed. Guarantees price for 6 months. 
· Replacing Irrigation Clock- Norm discussed options with our irrigation contractor, Brian of Complete Landscape Care. Most cost-effective to replace both clocks with one 24 zone controller, handles the total of 18 zones on the two clocks- approx. $1300 depending on model/features.  Clocks replaced in 1999.  Tabled until next meeting, would do in spring
· Suggestion to move breeze to garden but not cost effective
· Pete O’Meara and Bob Stracy to be removed from our bank acct, added Kathy Johnson- Carie sent letter and minutes showing Kathy as new VP
· Ed Paulson’s board position is open if there is neighborhood interest 
NEW BUSINESS
· Our irrigation contractor, Complete Landscape Care, has asked to end our contract for this upcoming season, need to solicit bids for a replacement.  Brian hasn’t made a decision on whether he would like to continue as our contractor. Norm to send bid specs to likely vendors  in late January, review responses with Board to make selection. Board member recommendations for irrigation contractors?  Because we have an extensive system, candidates should have experience in dealing with commercial-sized systems.  In particular, they would need to have access to heavy-duty (tow-behind) compressor for fall blowout.
