UNFINISHED BUSINESS-
· Discuss Covenant change progress- 52 signatures to date-
· Gilles suggested not to post paper signatures on website for privacy.  Secretary will hold in case of audit. Also noted that neighbors going door-to-door should not have info about neighbor having signed or not (outside of the board)

· Our previous contractor, Brian Rodgers, who worked for Complete Landscape Care (out of business), has decided to set up his own business as The Sprinkler Man. Prices are the same as previous, except for $50 more to cover the additional compressor rental costs for winterization. Brain did a good job for us last year, and has a good understanding of our system.  Board approves. Need to sign contract. Thank you, Norm!
· Board approved $500 to investigate fixing AG Well- no progress in investigation due to weather 

· Joe Bender, Ground Exploration LLC, Well Water Services.  Would have to bring in a large truck to pull out the pump. Pump we have is 1.5 horse.   It would cost a minimum $2000.  Have power and a good well, just need to get water to it. Suggested to call CO Div. of Water Resources and say we want to get well fixed. 6 month price guarantee 
· Replacing Irrigation Clock- Most cost-effective to replace both the A and B clocks with one 24 zone controller, handles the total of 18 zones on the two clocks- cost $1426- Hunter ICC Controller have not approved to install yet. To not use as much water, Kathy suggested to stop watering along fence N side of creek.  Gilles suggested xeriscape/mulch. Deb suggested a seep system for trees.  Board would like to review options before buying new timer, but does not feel a wifi/Bluetooth clock is necessary for the system.  Jay Johnson will donate time to install new clock.
· Need to add Kathy Johnson- Carie sent letter and minutes showing Kathy as new VP- Bill, Matt and Kathy must all go to bank together
· Discussed issues with member attendance at meetings/consecutive misses. Had previously discussed one member would be traveling, but the board was fine with the absence as long as there was still input to the board- all existing board members would like to continue on the board, even if they miss 3 consecutive meetings 
· Look for new board members in Sept—also a suggestion to look into how much $ it would be to have a prop. mgmt company run our HOA just for knowledge
