No Solicitation Signage: An Additional Effort for the Security of Andover Glen

The topic of no solicitation has been in conversations in our community for years and more recently it had been revived as a possible weapon against unauthorized and unwanted traffic in our neighborhood by the Aurora PD PAR officers in our jurisdiction. By posting this type of signage even as a deterrent it might nullify some of the undesirable door to door activity we see too much of these days but more important, deflect attempts by the bad guys of the world from gaining day to day knowledge of our personal daily activities in hopes of taking advantage of an empty home. This was the overriding factor leading to the decision by the AG Board to post signage at our main entrances in early May of this year and adopt an additional process to act when uninvited solicitation reaches your door step.

What is that process? Well it so happens that we have a well established email alert system at this time which maintains as a conduit for the AG resident to respond and report activity as well as receive vital information to protect, promote and be aware in AG. Simply send an email or provide to your Neighborhood Watch designate (cusleuth@comcast.net) or friend who stays vigilant for the community information to relay to the appropriate representative to notify the PAR officer. The PAR officer in turn, has confirmed that they will seek out and issue citations for unauthorized solicitation in this neighborhood. As we establish this new edict, it should become a cornerstone of our protection grid in this community.

As a reminder, the AGHA email alert system is a group email which notifies those on the list of suspicious or police activity in the neighborhood. It also serves to inform AG residents of up and coming events helpful for each household.  It is voluntary to join so please consider being part of this neighborhood watch group by sending your email to Derrick Laughlin (cusleuth@comcast.net); all email addresses are kept confidential for this use only.  Right now we have about 30 families but we would like to have more.  Remember, there is power in numbers – let’s look out for each 
other!
