Sampson County Register of Deeds
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has been fully engaged in developing an action plan which focused heavily on ed-
ucating and raising awareness of the census and ensuring citizen participation. The
committee consisted of a diverse group of 30 community leaders, representing every
municipality, various professions, and members from both the public and private
sector. The partnerships were very effective in that they streamlined the process of
communicating the strategies and objectives to and from our local municipal lead-
ers, ensuring that the municipal leaders had input in the process and that the CCC
worked closely to tailor the plan to meet each municipality’s specific needs. The
community leaders and representatives have been in constant contact ensuring the
initiatives were implemented and adjusted as needed in lieu of the pandemic. Some
of the strategies included: census education and awareness presentations at local
town commissioner and civic group meetings; information stations in high traffic
areas of government offices, businesses, religious institutions, and public spaces;
social media sharing, which included the strategic sharing of content across more
than 100 social media accounts, including platforms such as Facebook, Twitter, Ins-
tagram, websites, and email newsletters. Our municipal leaders and representatives
were also instrumental in developing strategies to ensure that CCC representation
was present at local events and gatherings, for example the local Christmas parades,
festivals, Alive after Five concert events, indoor concerts and programs, etc. Our
municipal leaders are to be commended for their efforts and participation, partic-
ularly over the past 6 months as they also managed the unprecedented pandemic.”

And why is important that every person is counted, Richard Carr responded, “The
census counts our population and households, providing the basis for reapportioning
congressional seats and distributing more than $675 billion in federal funds annually
to support states, counties and communities’ vital programs — impacting housing,
education, transportation, employment, health care and public policy. We were ad-
vised by the Federal Census Representatives that Sampson could possibly gain a
seat in the House of Representatives if Sampson has a high participation rate. The
funding will impact the key programs and services we depend on every day and will
have an impact on future growth and sustainability of future programs. As Sampson
seeks ways to provide more business opportunities, jobs, dining options, recreation-
al opportunities, and other service programs that will increase the quality of life, the
census will play a major role in identifying what is needed as well as allocating the
funding for those service programs.”

“In addition,” noted Carr, “many of our government programs benefit directly and
indirectly from the census funding. Grant programs assist us in taking care of some
of our most precious citizens and some of our most critical services. For example,
our senior programs benefit from grant funding. Our childcare services as well. Our
Parks and Recreation programs, transportation department, social services, and cul-
tural programs all benefit from government funding that is determined by census to-
tals. One of the most unfamiliar impacts is through economic development. In short,
census totals play a role in business development, which in turn not only provides
job opportunities but also plays a major role in keeping tax rates low.”

As of September 23, 2020, the self-response participation rate for Sampson County
was 55%, which essentially means that 45% of our population has not participated
through self-response. Our municipal totals were as follows: Autryville (48.7%),
Clinton (58.4%), Garland (47.3%), Harrells (48.0%), Newton Grove (61.9%), Rose-
boro (43.7%), Salemburg (54.6%), and Turkey (46.5%).

The self-response deadline was Tuesday, September 30, 2020. Mr. Carr stated, “We
are making last minute pushes to reignite the drive and engagement that was tamped
by the pandemic. We have been fortunate to see a surge in the last week, in great part
due to the partnership of many local agencies and in sharing media information and
content via media outlets, both in print and digital form. The County has provided
a census video which is compiled of many community leaders sharing a unified
message, urging citizens to take the 5-10 minutes necessary to complete the census.
The video can be accessed on the County’s Facebook, Twitter, and YouTube page.

CCC Chairperson Richard Carr urges everyone to support in the following ways:
First, ensure that you have completed the census. Secondly, ensure that your family
members and friends have completed the census, and offer assistance to those who
may need assistance such as seniors or first-time census takers. Thirdly, share census
information via social media (particularly the content being offered via the County’s
platforms).”

Carr ended by saying, “We really want to encourage citizens to participate in this
civic duty. Many have been temporarily sidetracked by the pandemic, understand-
ably so; however, we want to remind everyone that our action today will impact the
next 10 years tremendously. Many have also misplaced their paperwork which con-
tains their unique Census I.D. We do not want that to stop anyone from participating.
Citizens can still respond online now without an ID. Simply, go to my2020census.
gov, click or touch “Start Questionnaire”, and select the link that says, “If you do not
have a Census ID, click here.” It is located below the Census ID login field. We are
really stressing the online process. It is safe, secure, and convenient.”

The Census is one of this year’s two important American processes - the election
being the other- which provides each of us a chance to impact our future. We cannot
afford to let this Census pass us by without our full support and participation. Ev-
ery person in Sampson Count is a valuable member of the county, therefore, every
person’s input counts. As our motto goes, “You count. We count. Sampson Counts!”

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT THE CENSUS
What is the 2020 Census?

The goal of the census is to count every person living in the United States, once,
only once and in the right place. Article I, Section 2 of the U.S. Constitution man-
dates that this population and housing count occur every 10 years. Census data
guide how more than $675 billion of federal funding is distributed to states and
communities each year.

Am I required to respond to the 2020 Census?

Yes, you are required by law to respond to the 2020 Census (Title 13, U.S. Code,
Sections 141 and 193). We are conducting the 2020 Census under the authority of
Title 13, U.S. Code, Sections 141, 193 and 221. This collection of information has
been approved by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB). The eight-digit
OMB approval number is 0607-1006. If this number were not displayed, we could
not conduct the census.

Are my answers confidential and private?

Yes. The Census Bureau is required by law to protect your information. The Cen-
sus Bureau is not permitted to publicly release your responses in a way that could
identify you or your household. Per the Federal Cybersecurity Enhancement Act
of 2015, your data are protected from cybersecurity risks through screening of the
systems that transmit your data. All web data submissions are encrypted in order to
protect your privacy.

Title 13 of the U.S. Code protects the confidentiality of all your information. Vio-
lating the confidentiality of a respondent is a federal crime with serious penalties,
including a federal prison sentence of up to five years, a fine of up to $250,000, or
both. Only authorized individuals have access to the stored data, and the informa-
tion you provide to the Census Bureau may only be used by a restricted number of
authorized individuals who are sworn for life to protect the confidentiality of your
individual responses. Your answers cannot be used against you by any government
agency or court.

Yes. For each online questionnaire, we are required to provide an explanation to
respondents about the confidentiality of the data and the laws that protect those
data (e.g., Title 13, U.S. Code Section 9 (a)).

Governor Cooper Announces Additional $40
Million COVID Relief for Small Businesses

Steady numbers allow for large outdoor venues to open at
7% with safety precautions

Some North Carolina small businesses that have experienced extraordinary disrup-
tion to their operations due to the COVID-19 coronavirus pandemic may benefit from
a $40 million relief program to help offset fixed costs like rent, mortgage interests and
utility bills, Governor Roy Cooper announced today.

“Small businesses are the backbone of our economy — powering our local communi-
ties and giving back in so many ways. They deserve our support, and this new initia-
tive can help them weather this tough time,” said Governor Cooper.

The N.C. Mortgage, Utility and Rent Relief (MURR), administered by the North
Carolina Department of Commerce, can provide up to $20,000 in relief funds per
qualifying business location. Business applicants from certain industry sectors that
have not been able to operate during the COVID period may apply for up to two of
their business locations.

Applicants can apply for up to four months of mortgage interest or rent expenses, and
utility expenses. The help offers relief for some of the fixed costs a business cannot
easily control on its own. Applications to the program should open next week and
will be handled on a first-come, first-served basis. Applicants must certify that they
were closed during the period April 1 through July 31, 2020; they expect to be able
to operate after the COVID crisis has passed; and they have not been reimbursed by
any other federal source for the expenses for which they seek reimbursement through
this program.

One-stop
early voting will be held at the Old Badcock Furniture Building (317 Northeast BLVD, Clinton, NC), NC
Justice Academy (200 W. College St, Salemburg, NC), Harrells Fire Dept Training Center (915 Ward Rd,

Harrells, NC), Newton Grove Fire Station (313 W. Weeksdale St, Newton Grove, NC), Plainview Fire
Station (5041 Plainview HWY, Dunn, NC). One-stop early voting will be open from Thursday, October
15th until 3:00 p.m. on Saturday, October 31st. Monday-Friday 8AM-7:30PM, Saturday 8AM-3PM, and

Sunday 1PM-4PM. Canvass will be held in the Sampson Board of Elections office at 11:00 a.m. on Friday,
November 13th.

Absentee voting by mail is available. Requests for an absentee ballot must be made on an absentee request
form (available on the State Board of Elections website, at the county board of elections office and where
one-stop early voting is offered), and must be received in the Sampson Board of Elections office by 5:00
p.m. on Tuesday, October 27th . Absentee voting requires the voter to complete an application on the
return envelope that must be witnessed by one qualified person or a notary public. Completed absentee
ballots must be returned to the Sampson Board of Elections by 5:00 p.m. on Election Day (ballots received
by mail after this time will be considered timely if they are received within three business days and
postmarked on or before Election Day). Voters may receive assistance voting a mail-in absentee ballot from
a qualified person of their choice. If the voter lives in a facility such as a nursing home, and the voter’s near
relative or legal guardian is not available, the voter or the facility may arrange to have the county board of
elections schedule a visit by a Multipartisan Assistance Team to provide assistance and serve as witnesses.

All persons who are registered to vote with the Sampson Board of Elections may vote in this election.
Persons who are not already registered to vote in the county must register by Friday, October 9th to be
eligible to vote in this election. Voters who are not registered in the county by that deadline may register
and vote during one stop early voting only, and will be required to provide documentation of their identity
and residence. Voters who wish to change party affiliation or who have changed name or address must do
so by the registration deadline. Voters who fail to timely make a change in name or address in the county
must update the information when presenting to vote, and may be required to vote a provisional ballot.

Voters voting in person are entitled to assistance by an election official, or, if assistance is needed due to
disability or illiteracy, by a qualified person of their choice. Voting sites are accessible to all voters.
Curbside voting is available for voters who are not able to enter voting sites.

In accordance with July 17, 2020 Emergency Order issued by the North Carolina State Board of Elections,
some locations have been changed to ensure sufficient space for social distancing and other measures,
identify larger facilities for use as polling places.

Large, Outdoor Venues

Governor Cooper and NC DHHS Secretary Dr. Mandy Co-
hen also announced that effective October 2, large outdoor
venues would be permitted to open at 7% capacity with key
safety precautions in place. The announcement was made
today so these locations could begin putting safety mea-
sures in place in order to operate.

Large entertainment venues are those that can seat over
10,000.

“We will continue analyzing our data and indicators as we
determine how to move forward safely in other areas that
may be included in the new order on October 2nd. In it,
we hope to ease some other restrictions, while still keep-
ing safety protocols like masks, social distancing, and mass
gathering limits in place,” said Governor Cooper.

“With more things open and people moving around more,
we need everyone to stay vigilant about wearing a mask,
waiting six feet apart, and washing their hands often,” said
Secretary Mandy K. Cohen, M.D. “Our progress is fragile
and will take our continued hard to work to protect it.”

State and public health officials will continue watching the
key COVID-19 trends over the next week to determine if
any further restrictions can be eased when the current Ex-
ecutive Order expires October 2 at 5 pm.

On to scary Talladega

Las Vegas Motor Speedway sup-
plied a September surprise when
hometown son Kurt Busch combined a
little luck with a quick car and cap-
tured the first race of the NASCAR Cup
Series Round 2.

The 1.5-mile track had been one of
Busch’s worst tracks. He never won in
his first 21 starts. Heck, he only had a
pair of top-5 finishes.

Surprise!

Busch entered Vegas listed last in
the playoff standings and emerged
with a ticket to ride in Round 3. Since
no other driver has clinched a position,
so that puts him at the top of the class.

In other words the 42-year-old driv-
er, who captured the 2004 Cup title,
literally went from worst to first in one
outing.

“This is a huge breath of fresh air,”
Busch said. “It’s wind in our sails, and
it’s a lifelong dream of mine to win in
my hometown.”

Busch won’t have to worry about his
finishes at Talladega or the Charlotte
Roval.

Oh man, Talladega. Pull on those
belts a little tighter and let’s go . . .

First gear

Next up on the schedule is a little
stock-car sand trap called Talladega
Superspeedway.

Sunday’s race is sure to jumble the
NASCAR playoff standings thanks in
part to a Big One, the multi-car which
drivers know will happen and pray
they avoid.

Because of the draft, cars that run
back in the pack are suddenly race-
winning contenders, which can make
for some hairy moments.

The three drivers bringing up the
rear of the standings all have plate-
racing victories on their records, so ex-

pect Clint Bowyer, Aric Almirola and
Austin Dillon to all go for the gusto.
“We've got two races left in the
Round of 12 and we’re not giving up,”
Dillon said after his 32nd-place finish at
Las Vegas. “It’s on to Talladega Super-
speedway where anything can happen.”

Second gear

Ford seems to own the keys to Talla-
dega in recent years. Since the second
race in 2012, the boys from the Blue
Oval have won a dozen times in 16
starts.

If you just count Ford’s wins since
the second race of 2015, it boasts nine
wins in 10 races. It’s seven-race win
streak was snapped by Chevrolet’s
Chase Elliott.

Most recently Ryan Blaney has led
the charge by scoring back-to-back
wins at the 2.66-mile track, which is a
super-sized version of Daytona Inter-
national Speedway.

Third gear

Silly Season took an unusual but
popular turn when NBA legend Mi-
chael Jordan announced he will be-
come a majority owner of a Cup team
next season.

Denny Hamlin will be a minority
owner in the operation and Bubba
Wallace has signed on as the driver.
Expect this team to sprint from the
blocks because Joe Gibbs Racing will
help with equipment and technology.

Fourth gear

Clint Bowyer calm, cool and collect-
ed? Bowyer is10th in the playoff stand-
ings, but after Vegas basically said no
worries.

“I like the next two races, you can’t
go out there and feel like you have to. It
ain’t Hail Mary time,” he said. “Twenty
points can fall in your lap pretty easy at
a track like Talladega and the Roval.”

QUESTIONS & ATTITUDES

You buying the schedule change
for Homestead?

Word is, NASCAR is moving the
Homestead race yet again, this time to
the second slot on the 2021 schedule,
following the Daytona 500 week of
events. Homestead’s 400-miler was
moved from its season-ending spot to
March for 2020, and moved again (to
June) due to the pandemic. Now it
looks like it’s moving to February, and
geographically it makes sense to stay
in Florida for two weeks in late winter.
Since Rockingham will never again be
second in the batting order, why not
sunny south Florida?

Is a second championship
possible now for Kurt Busch?

Probably not. A great racer in, say, an
eighth-place car can take advantage
of strategy as Kurt did in Vegas. But
it’s not a longterm playoff strategy on
which to hang your officially licensed
cap. Still, it was a great win for him
and it’s too bad Nevada’s governor
said no to even 10% fan capacity.
