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GENERAL RULES - 2026

All exhibits must have been made or grown by the exhibitor; family members or club
members may enter for servicemen.

Exhibitors must enter exhibits according to the classification of the premium list. Any
articles not listed in the premium list may be shown, but may not receive premium money.
Final decisions will be made by the building superintendent.

No exhibit shall be entered in more than one lot and no exhibitor shall enter more than one
exhibit in any one lot. An exhibitor may enter in as many different lots as desired.

Awards in all classes will be made on the Danish point system: The blue-ribbon group will
include all exhibits scoring over 90 percent, with 100 percent as the standard of perfection.
The red-ribbon group will include all exhibits scoring from 80 to 89, inclusive. The white-
ribbon group will include all exhibits scoring from 70 to 79, inclusive. Point values will be
listed for each class of exhibits. The money value per point will be the same for all exhibits.
Rosettes will be awarded in each department for ‘Best of Show.’

Due to lack of proper facilities NO HORSES will be accepted for exhibit.
Anyone entering adult open class must earn at least $5 in premium money to be paid.

An exhibitor may enter in as many varieties and classes as he/she desires, but will be limited
to one premium in any given lot.

Each exhibit must be properly labeled with the variety name, class letter, and lot number.
All threshed grains, legumes, grass seed and oil seeds must be displayed in quart jars.

All crops must be grown within the current year to be eligible for judging and premiums. Past
year’s crops may be entered for display only and will not be judged or receive premiums.

Point System for Judging:

Variety purity and freedom from inert matter, other crop seed, weed seed, and 40 pts
broken seeds

Uniformity of size, shape, and color of kernel, characteristics of the variety 30 pts
Test weight, characteristic of the variety 30 pts
