The information given 
will be used for the 
verse for One more 
day until I say I do. 

 The date you have chosen for your 
wedding. 

 Where are you getting married, what is 
the venue or location? 
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Optional Themes 
 
You can choose 4 themes for the ‘7 Days Until I Say I Do’ Box. Below are some 
suggested questions for each theme. You don’t need to answer all the questions 
they’re simply there to help inspire your ideas and guide your content. 

 

Themes Information needed from the Bride or Groom 

 

 What is your wedding first dance song? 
 Why have you chosen that song? 

 

 Are you going on honeymoon if so, where are you going? 
 Is there a phrase or quote that sums up how this trip feels to 

you? 
 

 

 What type of pet(s) do you have, and what is/are the pets 
name? 

 Will the pet be part of the proposal or wedding day? 
 

 
 

 What do you consider your couples song? 
 Why is this song meaningful to you both? 
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 What places have you visited together that feel especially 
meaningful or memorable? 

 Is there a location that stands out as “your place” 
somewhere you return to or talk about often? 
 

 

 Do you have a favourite drink you enjoy together (alcoholic 
or non-alcoholic)? 

 Do you know if you plan to include a signature cocktail or 
special drink at the wedding? 
 

 

 
 Who are the key family members and close friends who play 

an important role in your life? 
 Is there a family tradition, celebration, or ritual you both enjoy 

or have embraced together? 
 Are there family members (including grandparents, siblings, 

or children) who hold a special place in your relationship? 
 

  
 
You can also create your own meaningful themes, such as the moment everything  
changed when you knew your partner was the one, the tiny habits that you secretly 
adore from your partner or what you love most about them the most. 
 

  

 

 Is there a memory you have shared with you that feels like a 
turning point in your relationship? 

 What’s the something they do without thinking that makes 
you smile?

 What always makes you laugh when you’re together a joke, 
a habit, a moment, or something you always find funny? 

 Is there something your partner does that always makes you 
laugh? 

 

Once you’ve chosen your themes and had time to think about your 
answers, please email me at info@lovingmomentsboxed.com  to let me 
know. I will then send you a link where you can select your themes and 
provide the information needed. 
 
If you prefer, I can also gather the details by chatting with you on 
Microsoft Teams or Facebook Messenger. 
 
Once your verses are written, I’ll email them to you for approval. If you 
would like any changes, I’m happy to make them. When you’re satisfied 
with the final versions, I will print them onto the cards and post them to you 
in time for the wedding.

Your 7-day countdown box will arrive nestled inside an elegant ivory 
keepsake box, wrapped lovingly with a soft, shimmering gold ribbon.
