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Father's Day is a wonderful day for
many, even most, people. But not for
everyone. In a perfect world every child would
gladly honor their father, love and cherish him,
as the catechism teaches.

But how do you celebrate Father's Day
if your father was never there to do for you
what fathers are supposed to do for their
children? How do you celebrate Father's Day
if your father was present in the household, but
instead of providing for you, neglected you;
instead of protecting you, harmed you? How
do you celebrate Father's Day when every
memory of your father only fans into flame the
pain and bitterness that you work so hard to
extinguish in your heart?

Those questions deserve honest
answers. Because of sin, some fathers have
betrayed their calling from God. There are
fathers who have not only failed to bring their
children up in the fear and instruction of the
Lord, but fathers who have not even provided
for their children’s most basic bodily needs.

Hearkening back to Jesus’ words in
Matthew 7, there are fathers who have given
their child a stone instead of bread and a
serpent instead of a fish. There are evil fathers
who have NOT given good things to their
children.

We must acknowledge that fathers who
do not provide for or protect their children, who
instead neglect and harm them, are guilty of
sin. They are opposing God, doing the
opposite of what He wills for them to do.

But your earthly father, who he is and
what he has done or failed to do, does not
determine who your heavenly Father is and
what He has done and is doing for you.

Every Christian has a heavenly Father
who gives good things to those who ask Him.

Every Christian has a heavenly Father who,
either through or in spite of our earthly fathers,
richly and daily provides us with all that we
need for this body and life; a heavenly Father
who, out of divine goodness and mercy,
defends us against all danger and guards and
protects us from all evil.

And, if we're going to talk honestly about
the sins committed by some fathers, then we
must also talk honestly about the forgiveness
of sins accomplished by our heavenly Father.

“God shows His love for us in this,
that while we were yet sinners Christ died
for us.” That “us” and that “we” includes all of
us—fathers and children. Jesus died for you
while you were yet a sinner. Jesus died for
your father while he was yet a sinner.

And while that will not take away the
memory of what your father may have done or
failed to do; it is the first and necessary step in
dealing with it. Hearing the Gospel, gazing at a
crucifix, you not only remember that your sins
against others went to the cross with Jesus;
you also remember that the sins of others
against you, including the sins of a bad father,
went to the cross with Jesus foo.

All those sins, your sins, your father’s
sins, the sins of the world, were on Jesus. And
as Luther says, “If your sins are on Jesus, then
they can’t be on you.” Just as the guilt and
shame of your sins against others no longer
rests on you and burdens your heart, so the
pain and bitterness of others’ sins against you
no longer needs to rest on you and burden
your heart either.

The Gospel swings open the door to
repentance and forgiveness, healing and
reconciliation. By the grace of your heavenly
Father, one day you may be able to honor your
father, maybe even love and cherish him.

Lutheran princes in Augsburg, Germany stood before Emperor Charles V boldly
confessing their faith and refusing to deny what the Scriptures taught about Jesus and
His gift of salvation.

Our churches teach that the one holy Church is to remain forever. The
Church is the congregation of saints in which the Gospel is purely taught
and the Sacraments are correctly administered.

The Gift of Contentment

As children grow up, they often feel cramped by their parents’ restrictions. Dad says to be home by 11.
But why can’t I say out ‘til midnight? Mom says to clean your room on Saturday moming. But I want
to sleep in late, then roll out of bed, hop in the car and go to my friend’s house without delay. I want to
do what I decide is best.

The older we get, and especially when we have kids of our own, we begin to see the truth. Mom and
Dad were not cramping our style or trying to crush our personal freedom — they were looking out for
us, providing for us and teaching us a better way of life.

If that’s how it is with fallible human parents, how much more so with our Heavenly Father! We

smners often feel cramped by the Law of God. Our sinful flesh wants to go its own way, do its own
thing and be in charge. But in our heart of hearts, we know how foolish this is. We know that God loves
us, and therefore all of His commands are for our benefit. Each one of His commandments is meant to
bless us. Consider the last two commandments:

You shall not covet your neighbor’s house.

What does this mean? We should fear and love God so that we do not scheme to get our
neighbor’s inheritance or house, or get it in a way which only appears right, but help and be of
service to him in keeping it. (SC II)

You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, or his manservant or maidservant, his ox or
donkey, or anything that belongs to your neighbor.

What does this mean? We should fear and love God so that we do not entice or force away our
neighbor’s wife, workers, or animals, or turn them against him, but urge them to stay and do
their duty. (SC II)

The commandments against coveting are warning us against losing one of the greatest gifts we can

possess: contentment. Being content and thankful with what God has provided for us is a necessary
building block of living a happy life. Unthankful coveting of what we have not been given will only
make us miserable, so God wams us against it.

God has proven His love for us in sending His only begotten Son to shed His blood for us, cleanse us
of our sins and brings us back into His family. If He loves us this much, then when percentage of His
commandments do you think are meant to harm us? Probably no more than one or two percent, right?
Of course that’s absurd. God means to bless us with everything He says to us. The Law of God simply
describes what a truly happy life, lived in thankfulness to Christ, looks like: It’s a generous, merciful,
contented life that uses all of the resources God has given us for His purposes.
