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Comments and/or additional information

We have no outside sewer users. We do not track industrial as a separate group. They would be 
included within commercial users. The village enforces unpaid water and sewer rents by relevy on 
village real property taxes.
The city has wholesale customers where by a wholesale rate is charged. These customers are the 
adjoining towns of Owasco, Sennett, Fleming, Aurelius, Throop, and Cayuga County Water and Sewer 
Authority.
For water users inside a district rates are $5.25/thousand, $31.50 minimum.
Services provided by Jamestown NY BPU--Thus certain ?'s---n/a
We will be moving soon to Williamson for our water billing.
Sewer per gallon rates are based upon 50% of the metered water usage.

When billing for our monthly accounts we use different water rates. Our Sewer Rates are the same. 
Monthly Water Rates are as follows: Minimum Charge for 300 cf is $22.27, 300-4,000/$5.81 per 100 cf, 
4,000-12,300/$6.11 per 100 cf, 12,300 & over/$6.41 per 100 cf.
Sewer units are billed at $20. per month but multiple dwellings, commercial and industrial accounts are 
billed more than one unit based on the assessment of units in the code book. 

We have two special accounts with different rates: a Price Chopper that sits mostly outside of the village 
that pays 150% of the inside village rate and a trailer park that sits outside the village that pays an 
annual hook-up fee and higher rates: .08 per cubic foot for water and .09 per cubic foot for sewer.

Usage is based off water consumption, we receive a report from Monroe County Water Authority yearly. 
You may request a copy of our current water and sewer rates separate from this survey via 
pjnytreas@citlink.net and they will be emailed to you.

The process of which we read our meters and upload the meter reads to our Williamson Law Water & 
Sewer Billing software is easy and efficiently done. We still need to convert about 38% of our remaining 
meter heads to be able to be read by driving by with our Trimble Reader. A process that two years ago 
took two days to input all meter reads (manual reads and a small portion of Trimble Meter Reader totals) 
now takes less than two hours. With the change out of the remaining meter heads our process will be 
even quicker.

Billing for sewer usage is done for the Village by OCWA (Onondaga County Water Authority) and is 
based upon water consumption.  OCWA sends a check to the Village with the quarterly billing and the 
Village is made whole every quarter (subject to adjustments).  OCWA may request that the Village 
relevy unpaid water/sewer charges on Village tax bills.
The village currently maintains the waste and stormwater collection lines.  All billing is through the 
county of Monroe.
We are part of Western Nassau Water Authority.
Water for VGNE residents is provided by Water Authority of Great Neck North. Of the 875 properties, 
only 51 users are in the Great Neck Water Pollution Control District, and 16 users are in the Belgrave 
Sewer District. All others have private septic systems.

Our water rates are as follows: 0-5,000 gallons - $70.  Next 30,000 gallons-$2.50 per 1,000 gallons. 
Next 65,000 gallons - $1.75 Per 1,000 gallons  water consumed over 100,000 gallons-$1.30 per 1,000 
gallons. The county from which we purchase our water will be raising there rates in January 2018, 
therefore we will need to amend our rates as well.
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There are many other "Ancillary Costs and Fees" associated with water services provided by the 
Mohawk Valley Water Authority. The Utica is responsible for the sewer portion only.
We don't bill for water or sewer even though we are required to maintain the sewer laterals. 

Currently we are installing "M" units which will lead to eventually a fixed based system. We are at the 
propagation study stage of this project and hope to move forward when budgeting allows to the next 
phase in meter reading. We are able to read the entire Newburgh in 7 hours every month which allows 
us to catch hi users before they become a problem. We do a city wide leak detection survey once or 
twice a year to find and repair leaks out in our distribution system.
Other fees:  final read = $25; returned check (NSF) = $20

We have contracts for some outside, industrial users and SUNY Oswego. All contracts are in negotiation 
at this time. There is no generic rate schedule for outside or industrial it is all contractual agreements.  
In addition to the few outside users billed for sewer, the city has a contract with the town where by sewer 
lines in the town flow to our plant. The lines have a master meter and the town is billed annual based on 
average weekly flow and other readings. 

Struggling to find integrated utility billing and General Ledger accounting software. Seems everyone has 
bolt-on packages. KVS was promising but through several acquisitions I have lost hope for the future 
and am in the market to replace. Do you have a list of potential providers that do have a single all-
encompassing solution for Accounting, Asset Management, Utility Billing?
Water is provided by SUEZ  sewer is provided by County of Rockland and maintained by Town of 
Ramapo Department of Public Works.
East Hampton Village does not provide any of these services. 
Village of Candor has only raised rates one time in eight years.
Each individual apartment unit billed at household rate for water and sewer service; non-metered. Only 
large commercial/industrial accounts are metered.
Might be able to provide breakdown of residential vs. commercial customers separately.
We offer payment plans for accounts that are in arrears.  Each account is billed quarterly.  Accounts are 
grouped by proximity to one another and we bill one group each month.

Yonkers does not currently track the number of residential, commercial and industrial accounts because 
the city charges the same rates to all of its customers regardless of classification. Yonkers does have 
the information to do so, however, should it decide to charge different rates to different customer 
classifications.
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
