When artwork is sold in Café the Lodge as part of the Artist In Recovery exhibit the cafe will receive 15% of the total sale
and 85% will go directly to the artist. At this time Cafe the Lodge is not able to accept credit card payments for artwork and
may only accept cash or checks directly to Café the Lodge and the artist. All artists are responsible for reporting artwork

sales as income in accordance with local and federal tax laws.
