The month of October will see the Kindergarten room busy with the excitement of learning new skills. As a class we focus on four (4) main core subjects: Reading; Phonics; Number Skills and Handwriting development. In Reading, we will learn about story elements and the first set of high frequency words. Our Phonics will include reviews of the sounds for the letters S, C, R, O, L, U, N, I, G and D. Number Skills time will be spent reviewing counting from 1 to 15 and correct formation of the numbers 1 to 5. We will explore our five senses through nonfiction reading and sorting skills. We will be exploring the alphabet through art by creating a stained glass  S, doing corn-cob painted C’s, marble painted M’s and Red Rick-Rack R’s. I am so proud of my “Backpack Bear Buddies”, and they are getting ready to read short stories that feature the high frequency vocabulary words. A special shout out goes to Rosalee who will celebrate her birthday on October 31. The month of November will find us equally busy as we will be learning to read and write the basic color words, exploring the four seasons, learning to write the numbers from 1 to 20 and continuing our exploration of the alphabet through art.
