The Kindergarten room is busy expanding our skills in the four core learning areas. In the reading core we have mastered 32 High Frequency Words and can read decodable readers using those words. As a class we have completed 7 stories. The study of phonics finds our class having only 8 more letters left to complete the study of beginning/median/ending sounds of the alphabet. After the winter break we will start part II of our Reading program which involves learning short and long vowel sounds. During Math we have concentrated on counting to 20 and writing our numbers to 15. Our art sessions will include making Dab Dot D’s, Viney Vine V’s, Design a Van, and Woodies Covered W’s and Crayon Resistance Spider Webs. Future art projects will involve making more alphabet art. As you can see our days in Kindergarten are full of learning and getting ready for their big step of going to first grade. I am so very proud of all my students.
