In-house registration for the upcoming school year started last Thursday.  If you wish to register your child for school for the 2019/2020 school year, please drop off your registration form and the annual enrollment fee in the office.   Open Registration begins on Friday, February 15, and classes are filled on a first-come, first-served basis.

We will have a red Grace t-shirt day this Thursday, February 7th.  If your child doesn’t have a school shirt, he/she can wear any red shirt.

We will have our monthly fire drill on Wednesday, February 13th around 12:30.  We will have a severe weather drill on Thursday, February 21st.  
Book orders will be due this month on Wednesday, February 13, 2019.  You can write one check to Scholastic for all orders, or you can order online with our code: GZ29K.

Please mark your calendars with the following important dates:  the school will be closed on Monday, February 18 for Presidents’ Day.  All students will be released on Tuesday, February 26th at 1:00 for our monthly staff meeting.
Later this semester you will receive your letter for Grace School’s Annual Giving Fund.  The purpose of our Annual Giving Fund is to cover the expenses of the school that are not covered by tuition and registration fees.  About 80% of our expenses are covered by tuition.  The remaining 20% has to be raised with fundraisers.  This letter is sent to current families, alumni, grandparents, and our church membership. The school’s annual drive is usually our largest fundraiser of the year, and if every family to whom we send a letter sends just $25, our goal will be reached.  While fund raising is not always a pleasant thing to have to do, it is unfortunately the only way private schools can continue to offer high quality education at a reasonable rate. The school board hopes that you will prayerfully consider your donation.
Mark your calendars for Grace School’s Summer Camp:  Shipwrecked, July 22-26, 9:00-Noon.  More information will be coming home in March, and registration for camp will begin in April.
Please remember that school begins at 9:00 a.m. each school day (8:30 for kinder).  The teachers are busy preparing for the day before school from 8:30-9:00 and are unable to properly supervise early children.  If you arrive at the 



school before 9:00, please feel free to utilize our playground.
