In the phonics core, we will learn about the short ‘a’ vowel sound and word families for the short ‘a’. The handwriting core emphasized completing the alphabet. Our focus now is writing words, writing sentences, spacing of words and basic punctuation. Art was by far the class favorite and involved making U-Umbrellas, Lazy L-s, Nerdy N-s, Net filled N-s.
