Otherwise this ‘evil heart of unbelief’ would immediately ‘depart from the living God.’  Indeed each is continually sending me to the other – the Law to Christ, and Christ to the Law.”

HEBREW WORDS FOR THE 10 COMMANDMENTS
There are 7 Hebrew words depicting the 10 Commandments, when we used the two words for “word” as one.  In most cases, all of the 7 words are found in each of the 22 sections of Psalms 119.  Each section of Psalms 119 is designated by a letter of the Hebrew alphabet.  Psalms 119 is an “acrostic” Psalm, meaning that each verse in each section begins with the same letter as the one by which it is represented.  The 7 words are:

1.  LAW – (8451) - torah – Teaching, being that which is pointed out, or taught.
2.  TESTIMONY – (5713) – ‘edah – Indisputable witness, being a non-negotiable absolute.

3.  PRECEPT 
- (6490) – piqqud – Mandated obligation, affirming that conformity to the C is not optional.

4.  STATUTE – (2706) – choq – Appointed boundary, being that which protects me from destruction.

5.  COMMANDMENT – (4687) – mitswah – Determined order, being a clear directive for the direction of my life.

6.  JUDGMENT – (4941) – Verdict, decision telling us of the blessings of following, and the consequences of not following the C.
7.  WORD – (1697/565) – dabar/’imrah – Expressed concept of the Character of God.  1697 expresses the complete thought, while 565 emphasizes the individual words of that thought.

Our task is to take the word for the C’s used in each verse, analyze the verse, then apply the teaching of the verse to each C.  After that, we can apply 2 Timothy 3:16 on a personal level.
