10 C’s Scriptures

John 14:15,21 – “If ye love me, keep My commandments.  He that hath My commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth Me: and he that loveth Me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest Myself to him.”

Rom. 7:11 – “We know that the law is spiritual:  but I am carnal, sold under sin.”

Rom. 7:16 – “If then I do that I would not, I consent unto the law that it is good/kalos.”

Rom. 7:22 – “for I delight in the law of God after the inward man.”

Rom. 7:23 – “So then with the mind I myself am enslaved to the law of God; but with the flesh to the law of sin.”

Rom. 8:4 – “That the righteous standards of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.”

Rom. 13:8&10 – “Owe no man anything, but to love one another: for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.  Love worketh no ill/kakos to his neighbor:  therefore love is the fulfilling of the law.”

1 Cor. 7:19 – “Circumcision is nothing, and uncircumcision is nothing, but the keeping of the commandments of God.”

1 John 2:3-4; 7 – “And hereby do we know that we know Him, if we keep His commandments.  He that saith, I know Him, and keepeth not His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. Brethren, I write no new commandment unto you, but an old commandment which ye had from the beginning.  The old commandment is the word which ye have heard from the beginning.
1 John 3:4,7-9 – “Whosoever committeth/PT sin, transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.  Little children, let no man deceive you:  he that doeth/PT +R is +R, even as He is +R.  He that committeth/PT sin is of the devil….whosoever is born of God doeth not commit/PT sin.”

I John 5:2-3 – “By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep His commandments.  For this is the love of God, that we keep His commandments:  and His commandments are not grievous.”

James 1:25 – “But whoso looketh [as in a mirror] into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed.”

James 2:8-12 – “If ye fulfill the royal law according to Scripture, Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself, ye do well.  But if ye have respect to persons ye commit sin, and are convinced of the law as transgressors.  For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.  For He that said, Do not commit adultery, said also, Do not murder.  Now if thou commit no adultery, but if thou murder, thou are become a transgressor of the law. So speak ye, and so do, as they that shall be judged by the law of liberty.”

Heb. 8;10 – “For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the LORD; I will put My laws into their minds/dianoia (an understand that comes from thinking through an issue), and will write them in their hearts (the constant reasoning and functioning part of the soul):  and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people:”
