THE EXODUS GENERATION

PRIVILEGES AND PROBLEMS

1 Corinthians 10:1-11

PRIVILEGES

I.

Were Under The Cloud – Exodus 13,21,22
This means that they experienced the visible guidance and protection of God 24 hours a day.  Christ  will never leave nor forsake us.  Hebrews 13:5,6
II.

And All Passed Through The Sea – Exodus 14:13
This means that they experienced the supernatural deliverance of God when all human hope was gone.  We have been delivered from sin and death.  Colossians 1:13,14
III.

And Were All Baptized Unto Moses – Exodus 14:31
This means they were totally identified with God’s deliverer which meant that they had all the privileges and blessings he did.  We have been baptized unto Christ.  

Romans 6:4
IV.

And Did All Eat The Same Spiritual Meat – Exodus 14:4,35
This means that they were fed with supernatural food, both physically and spiritually.  Our supernatural food is Christ through the written Word.  John 6:57,63
V.  

And Did All Drink The Same Spiritual Drink – Exodus 17:6
This means that their thirst was supernaturally provided for.   For us this is Christ Himself through the power of the Holy Spirit.  John 7:38,39
PROBLEMS

I.

Lusting For Evil Things – Numbers 11
This means an uncontrolled desire for what God has clearly not provided, and is thus is forbidden and not good for us at the present time.

II.

Neither Be Ye Idolaters – Exodus 32
This means that we require some material object to believe that we are being blessed and used of God, which object then becomes our god.

III.

Neither Let Us Commit Fornication – Numbers 25
This refers to sexual immorality in any and all forms.

IV.

Neither Let Us Tempt Christ – Numbers 21
This refers to becoming intolerant of God’s methods and timing in our life with the result of anger towards  Him for our present lot in life.
V.

Neither Murmur Ye – Numbers 16
This refers to a total rejection of the spiritual leadership God has placed in our lives.
