THE FRUIT OF THE SPIRIT

1.  Love:  agape – setting a supreme value upon, sacrificing all for the good of the object of loved.  Love is the only element of the fruit of the Spirit to which an entire chapter of the New Testament is dedicated, being 1 Corinthians 13.  A study sheet for this is provided.

2. Joy – chara – inner delight, corresponding loosely to our word happiness, being glad.  A basic character of joy is that is caused by something.
