1.  eido  – 1492 - approximately 650X, to be perfectly aware, “And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose..”  Rom. 8:28
2.  nous, noeo – 3563,3539 – 38X, perception, to perceive, see,  with the mind, “And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.”  Rom. 12:2
3.  diakrino – 1252 – 18X, thorough discernment, distinguishing, separating one thing from another, “For if we would judge ourselves, we should not be judged.”  I Cor. 11:31
4.  dianoia – 1271 – 13X, an understanding which comes from thinking through an issue, “The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of His calling, and what the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints,”  Eph. 1:18

5.  logizomai – 3049 – 41X, to conclude as an objective fact, and put it to one’s account, “”Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our LORD.”  Rom. 6:11

6.  gnosis, ginosko, gnorizo - 278X, – 1097,1107,1108 – knowledge by experience, “That I may know Him, and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being made conformable unto His death;”   Phil. 3:8

7. epiginosko, epignosis, – 1921,1922 – 62X, full and exact knowledge by experience, “Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ:”  Eph. 4:13

8.  sunesis – 4907 – 7X, a bringing together several streams of thought to a single point, conclusion, “For this cause we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to desire that ye might be filled with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding,” Col. 1:9

9.  suniemi – 4920 – 26X, to grasp several concepts and see the proper relation between them, “Wherefore be ye not unwise, but understanding what the will of the LORD is.”  Eph. 5:17

10.  manthano – 3129 – 25X, to learn by increasing knowledge, putting that knowledge to use, and establishing it as a habit, “Take my yoke upon you and learn of Me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls.”  Matthew 11:29

11.  parakoloutheo – 3877 – 4X, to closely accompany, trace with thoughts and conform to, “But thou hast fully known my doctrine, manner of life, purpose, faith, longsuffering, charity, patience,”  2 Tim. 3:10

12.  phroneo, phronema, phronesis – 5426,5427,5428 – 33X, to develop and utilize an established set of principles and goals in the mind, “Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth.”  Col. 3:2

13. sophia, sophos – 4678,4680 – 73X, the skill to use what one knows to solve problems or get things done.  It is doing the best thing, in the best way, with the best possible results, “Wherein He hast abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence,” Eph. 1:8
14. aisthanomai, aisthesis, aistheterion, – 143,144,145 – 3X, intellectual discernment, delicate spiritual perception which gives a quickness of ethical tact, “And this I pray, that your love may abound yet more and more in knowledge and in all judgment;”  Phil. 1:9
Note on the subject of “emotions.,” normally translated bowels or compassions in the New Testament:   the verb, splagchnizomai, 4697, and noun splagchna, 4698, are used a total of 23 times in the New Testament, and refer to the emotions.  It is important to understand that emotions are never referred to as a criteria for discerning God’s will or truth, and were noted to have caused problems when relied upon for that purpose in 2 Cor. 6:12.
