The Hebrew Alphabet





Introduction





	The canonical books of the Old Testament were written in the Hebrew language, with the exception of short sections in Ezra (4:8-6:18; 7:12-26), Jeremiah (10:11), and Daniel (2:4b-7:28), which were written in Aramaic. Hebrew belongs to that branch of languages known as the Northwest Semitic group comprised of Aramaic and Canaanite. Ugaritic, Phoenician, and Hebrew are branches of Canaanite.





	The first person in the Bible to be called a Hebrew is Abram (Gen 14:13), and early Hebrew goes back to the time of this early patriarch. Possibly Abraham, who spoke Aramaic in Ur, adopted a local Canaanitic dialect when he moved into Canaan. It is of interest to scholars that Old Hebrew is similar to Phoenician.





	Some say that the term “Hebrew” is derived from the Hebrew verb ‘(bhar meaning “to cross over.” The Septuagint translates this verb in Gen 14:13 AS Abram the Hebrew, the latter name referring to the fact that he had crossed over the river Euphrates. Others say that the term “Hebrew” may be derived from the Hebrew ancestor, Eber (Gen 10:21-22). Others have said that the Habiru mentioned in the Nuzian-Hittite and Amarna documents of Palestine in the 15th century B.C. were the Hebrews of the Bible. Thus we see the origin of the word “Hebrew” is uncertain.





	There are ten thousand basic words in the Hebrew Bible. Of these ten thousand words, only one thousand occur more than 25 times. The most difficult aspect of learning the language is mastering the script, which is read from right to left. There are only two basic tense forms, the perfect and the imperfect. The former indicates completed action; the latter indicates incomplete action. Hebrew contains fewer tense forms than Greek, and has no declensions. The form for the noun subject is also the form for the object. This is true for nouns, pronouns, and adjectives. The syntax of the Hebrew sentence is marked by great simplicity. One clause is attached to another by the copulative conjunction “and.” Coordination, rather than subordination, prevails.





	It is the promise of your instructor that is you will apply yourself to the study of the following material, spending at least 15 minutes a day in study and memorization, you will have a good handle on this language within just a few short months.





	Every effort to master this language will bring you another step closer to a clearer understanding of the biblical text. The time you invest in studying this course will be spiritually as well as intellectually rewarding.

OBSERVATIONS ON THE HEBREW ALPHABET





All twenty-two Hebrew consonants were written separately from right to left. There are no capital letters. Note that five Hebrew consonants have different forms when they appear as the final letter in a word. These are: Kap, Mem, Nun, Pe, and Sadhe. These are called “Kimnappets” leters. Kimnappets is a mnemonic word which describes these five formed by the five letters themselves.





	Another mnemonic word is “Begad-Kepat,” which describes those six letters (Bet, Gimel, Dalet, Kap, Pe, and Taw), which receive a hardening dot (Daghesh-Lene) when they begin a new syllable but are not preceded by a vowel or half-vowel.

Mappiq:	A dot placed, in some situations, in a final (, making that sound sharply audible instead of silent.





Pause:	A word is said to be “in pause” when its accent is a major stop, the word being at the end of a clause.





Methegh:	A short vertical stroke placed at the left of the vowel. Its effect is to make the reader pause after it.





Maqqeph:	When two or more short words are closely associated in meaning they are often joined together by a hyphen-like line called “Maqqeph” (meaning “binding”).

D. 	THE ABSOLUTE AND CONSTRUCT STATE OF NOUNS





If the word is in the construct state, it is translated with the word “of” AFTER IT.


It is said to be in the construct state because it unites in thought with the word following it, forming one compound idea.


A word in the absolute state stands independently, not depending on the word following it.


A word in the construct state never takes the article. If the thought is definite, the noun following would have the article.











E.	THE HEBREW ADJECTIVE:





The Hebrew adjective  may be used two ways:


Attributively:	When it qualifies a noun. It will stand after the noun, and agree with it in gender, number, and definiteness. For example: __________________________ is translated, “the good name.”
