B.  LEADERSHIP IS:   Vss 4-7


1. Suffereth long – patient with the weaknesses of others


2. Kind – sweetly bringing out the best in others


3. Envieth not – seeks to provide better leaders than themselves

4. Vaunteth not itself – seeks to abase one’s self in the presence of      others, 2 Cor.  11:7

5. Not puffed up – genuinely sees himself as less than the least of all saints, Eph. 3:8

6. Doth not behave itself unseemly – tactful, and considerate of  other’s sensitivities


7. Seeketh not her own – totally selfless in motive for ministry


8. Not easily provoked – not touchy when being questioned or opposed


9. Thinks no evil – keeps no record, grudges of past ill treatment


10. Rejoiceth not in iniquity – finds no delight in the failings of others


11. Rejoiceth in the truth – thrilled with truth regardless of its source


12. Beareth all things – a keeper of confidence, not a talebearer

13. Believeth all things – believes the best about others unless forced to do otherwise

14. Hopeth all things – an optimistic visionary based on God’s Promises

15. Endureth all things – a stout hearted, never quitting soldier of CHRIST
