1. huprephania, Greek; ge’ah, Hebrew:  pride, a swollen estimate of one’s self.  

“But He giveth more grace.  Wherefore He saith, God resisteth the proud, but given grace unto the humble.”  James 4:6

Rom. 1:30; 2 Tim. 3:2; Mark 7:22; “proud.”
“The fear of the Lord is to hate evil; pride and arrogancy (#2), and the evil way, and the forward mouth do I hate.”  Pro. 8;13

“A man’s pride shall bring him low; but honor shall uphold the humble in spirit.”  Pro. 29:23

2. ga’on, Hebrew:  haughtiness towards others as a result of one’s swollen estimate of one’s self.

3. phusioo, Greek; Gabah, Hebrew:  to be lifted up in one’s mind because of supposed knowledge, abilities, or accomplishments.

“And ye are puffed up, and have not rather mourned, that he that hath done this deed might be taken away from among you.”  1 Cor. 5:2

“And these things, brethren, I have in a figure transferred to myself and to Apollos for your sakes; that ye might learn in us not to think of men about that which is written, that no one of you be puffed up for one against another.”  1 Cor. 4:6

4. tuphoo, Greek:  The clouding of the mind through pride, causing a demented, stupid state of mind.

He is proud, knowing nothing, but doting about questions and strifes  of words, whereof cometh envy, strife, railings, evil surmising.”  1 Tim. 6:4

“Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasure more than lovers of God.”

5. zadon, Hebrew:  haughty, angry, rude  and contemptuous treatment of others because of our supposed superiority.

“When pride cometh, then cometh shame; but with the lowly is wisdom.”  

Pro. 11:2

“Only by pride cometh contention; but with the well advised is wisdom.”  

Pro. 13:10

Proud and haughty scorner is his name, who dealt=eth in proud wrath.”

6. rum, Hebrew:  proud, high looks.
