B.  Paul’s picture of spiritual fatherhood, as reflected in Christ and His Father, Phil. 4:9:

1. learned – 3129, manthano, to learn the teaching of another and acquire it as a habit.  Christ:  didasko, Jo. 8:28. Supporting Scriptures:  Matt. 11:29; Ro. 16:14; 1 Cor. 4:6; Col. 1:7; 2 Tim. 3:14; Heb. 5:8

2. received – 3880, paralambano, to receive, take to one’s self, and associate with.  Christ: lambano, Jo. 10:18.  Supporting Scriptures:  Lk. 1:20,24; Ga. 1:9; 1 Thess. 2:13; 4:1; 2 Thess. 3:16

3. heard – 191, akouo, to listen to, hear and obey.  Christ:  Jo. 8:26.  Supporting Scriptures:  1 Tim. 4:16; 2 Tim. 1:13; 2:2; Heb. 2:1; 4:2; James 1:19

4. seen – 1492, eido, to perceive with the outward sense, particularly physical sight.  Christ, blepo, Jo. 5:19.  Supporting Scriptures:  Phil. 1:17,30; 4:15; 1 Thess. 2:1,2,5,11

C.  Verses in which Paul commends the practice of imitation, Greek mimetes:  1 Cor. 11:1; 4:14-16; Phil. 3:17; 1 Thess. 1:6
D.  The Training Model:

a.  akoloutheo:  to follow one who precedes, to join one’s self the them, cleaving steadfastly to them, conforming wholly to their example in living, and in dying.

1). Jo. 10:27 – “My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me:” 10:4.5.  The truly saved will follow Christ with alacrity.

2). Jo. 8:12 – “Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world:  he that followeth Me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.”  We have pure light to live life on the absolute highest plane regardless of past sins.

3). Jo. 12:26a – “…Except a corn of wheat fall into the ground and die, it abideth alone:  but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit….If a man serve Me, let him follow Me…” 12:24-26.  Total loss of life that is destructive is necessary so that we can have the highest constructive life.

4). Jo. 21:21,22 – “Peter seeing him saith to Jesus, LORD, and what shall this man do?  Jesus saith unto him, If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee?  Follow thou Me.”   We must avoid the common pitfall:  “What about others?”


5). Rev. 19:14 – “And the armies which were in heaven followed Him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean”  Our final following, “it will be worth it all.”
b. parakoloutheo (3877, Lk. 1:3; 1 Tim. 4:6; 2 Tim. 3:10):  to follow one so as to be always at their side, following up in one’s mind so as to attain to a knowledge of their ways, investigating and examining what we see.  Leaving a Legacy: spiritual sons in the faith, doing what I do, better than I do it.
1). The Process:



a) a choice made, “Him [Timothy] would Paul have to go forth with 



    him;” Acts 16:3, (1-4).
      
b) an example given,  Acts 18:5: “And when Silas and Timotheus were come from Macedonia, Paul was pressed in spirit, and testified to the Jews that Jesus was Christ.” Acts 17:14,15; 18:5; 19:22; 20:4; 2 Cor. 1:19;           1 Thess. 3:2,6

c) a relationship formed,  Phil. 2:22: “But ye know the proof of him, that, as a son with the father, he hath served with me in the gospel.”  1 Cor. 4:17; Phil. 2:19-22; 1 Tim. 1:2,18; 2 Tim. 1:2.


d) a son graduated,  “If thou put the brethren in remembrance of these 
        

   things, thou shalt be a good minister of Jesus Christ, nourished up in the 


   words of faith and good doctrine, whereunto thou has attained.”  1 Tim.



   4:6; 2 Tim. 3:10. 
Note:  the extent to which we develop and produce “sons in the faith” will be determined by the extent of that relationship we have with our “father in the Lord.”

a) doctrine – didaskalia - the systemized body of doctrine, 1:13; 2:2; 4:1-4


b) daily life – agoge - how I live my daily life/develop character


c) established purpose – prothesis - my clear design, purpose, and resolve


d) faith/methods – pistis – do I trust the LORD, or myself?


e) longsuffering/people – makrothumia – do I give folks time to change?


f) love – agape – am I a self-sacrificial minister?


g) patience/circumstances – upomone – do I hold up under difficulty?


h) persecutions/opposition – diogmos – do people force me to quit?
                        i) afflictions/suffering – pathema – what is my record of sufferings?
