It
will be judged on cleanliness, uniformity of appearance, color, aroma and the
absence of cracks and shrinkage.

No labels on the wax, no prizes, one winner, just bragging rights.

During the April meeting the judge will talk about how it was judged and
what the qualities that they were looking for. Bring your wax cake to April’s
meeting and give it to Bren Leiby. She will give it to the judge and we will
have the results before the night is done.

Judging criteria:

Color (light yellow-lack of stain, no bleaching) 30 points

Cleanliness (free from dirt, honey impurities) 25 points
Uniform Appearance of entry 15 points
Freedom from cracking, shrinkage and marks 15 points
Aroma & Weight 15 points
