SIN & FORGIVENESS
MATTHEW 18:15-35

Restoring a right relationship with a
brother that has sinned against you…

• Be SPECIFIC – sins against you
• Be DIRECT – go and tell him his fault
• Be PROACTIVE – Go!
• Be HOPEFUL – You have gained a
brother

If he doesn’t listen…

• Don’t GIVE UP – Take others along
THEN

• Get the Church INVOLVED – Take it to
the Church
THEN

• Treat him as one who is OUTSIDE the
COMMUNITY of faith – with gentleness
& kindness, with the hope of reconciliation
later

*Verse 18-19 in this context is specifically
dealing with the authority of the Church to
admit members into the Church and
excluding them from the Church.
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Promise: Jesus is WITH US when we are
called to do HARD THINGS! (V.20)

THE PARABLE OF THE
UNFORGIVING SERVANT (v.21-35)

• Christians should be QUICK to
FORGIVE.

• Christians should be LAVISH in their
FORGIVENESS.

• A heart that isn’t WILLING to forgive
either hasn’t understood the WEIGHT OF
THEIR OWN SIN or doesn’t think they
NEED TO BE FORGIVEN.

• This doesn’t necessarily mean
RECONCILIATION is achievable, but
you can’t do ANYTHING until you
FORGIVE!
