New Assistant Boxing Commissioner Glen Jarrell was introduced and spoke.
Boxing Commissioner Guinn also updated the Board that the badges had been ordered and that the arrival time was in 4 weeks. A description was given as follows; nickel plated, with state seal, block font with wallet clip Boxing Commission titles and chosen numbers included on front of badge.


4. Boxing Commissioner Guinn gave an update on Rule and Definitions that have been adopted by MMA, (ABC Rev. New Orleans 2025). This clarification would include the following:

· Clarification on “taking a knee” is considered a knockdown in boxing
· Making the “G-wrap” the standard in Bare Knuckle Fighting

Boxing Commissioner Guinn wanted to move forward with adopting this standard to keep in solidarity and consistency with the ABC Rules. Chairman Burroughs vocalized concerns about moving forward without getting feedback from fighters and event sponsors. A request was made that a notice be drafted about the “G-wrap” including its criteria and sent out to the effected parties. Providing them with a response date within thirty (30) days of the next quarterly meeting. Action to be taken at the next quarterly meeting. The Board agreed.

5. Miscellaneous Items:
· Boxing Commissioner Guinn has a meeting with UFC for a potential Slap Fight event
· The Lieutenant Governor was given a business plan for, the next 24 months
· Pay per View will give up to 2 percent revenue
· Potentially relaunch website

· Manny M.(online) with Animal House requested notice for meetings and agenda.
· Holly Woodward (online) wanted to share live scoring
· Henry Gueary (in person) He congratulated Assistant Boxing Commissioner Jarrell on his promotion to Assistant Commissioner. He thanked the board for opening the forum up and giving the opportunity for the public to speak
· Dr. Bohm (in person) brought up a concern for swearing at events. He would like to remove or at the very least discourage music with cuss words. Assistant Boxing Commissioner Jarrell suggested prefight meetings with standards given to promoters. Attorney Brian Deiter would investigate legal options. 
· Mr. Israel Villa (in person) has a concern for equipment and keeping it on an even playing field. It needs to be clarified who brings the equipment. Discussion ensued. Council was given by Attorney Brian Deiter informed the board that under regulations the promoter is responsible for providing gloves.
