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HIGHLIGHTS

November 2025 at Reading 4 SW and vicinity was mundane of which really anomalous warmth and chill were absent and lacked strong large-scale precipitation systems.  The modest daily departures above or below normal in temperatures offset to a slightly high-end normal final average of 45.0 degrees (+0.2).  The very modest monthly low/high temperatures of 29/68 were both several degrees above/below what is typical.  Only November 1985 had a greater monthly lowest of 30.  The highest of 68 marked only the eighth November of the 42 of record that failed to warm to at least 70, the previous being 2019 at only 64, and in sharp contrast with last November’s 84.  Mild daily lows were absent, the “mildest” 47 on the 8th.  The coolest daily high of 41 on the 30th was rather typical.  Eight days chilled to 32 or below; eleven is average.  November 2024 averaged much warmer at 48.8 with extremes of 24/84.  Officially for Reading PA (RDG), the final average temperature was also 45.0 with extremes of 28/68.

November precipitation, which totaled 2.21” (-1.35), continued a streak of months deficient in precipitation extending back to August and also a streak of dry Novembers to six and seven of the last eight.  The 14 days with measurable precipitation was above the November average of ten.  However, they were all minor amounts save for 0.67” on the 25th.  A brief late afternoon thundershower delivered 0.15” on the 26th which accompanied a cold front passage that was to usher in chilly air for Thanksgiving (27th) and the last three days.  The final day brought a minor storm of wet snow, which melted on contact, to rain.  Brief minor accumulations were reported north of Reading.  Two earlier days, 17th and 18th, brought a trace of snow or sleet.  November 2024 brought virtually the same amount of precipitation, 2.23”, including a trace of snow.  November precipitation in Berks County was deficient throughout and ranged almost all between 1.5 and 2.4 inches with the densest clustering near the upper end and included 1.85” at RDG.

Statistical (meteorological) autumn (months SON) averaged 57.69°F (+0.9) in temperature during which September, mostly second half, contributed largely to the modest positive anomaly at +2.9.  Meanwhile, precipitation totaled 9.65”      (-3.90) of which all three months contributed significantly to the moderate dry anomaly.  Temperatures ranged from 89 on 19 September to 29 on 20,29 November.  Three days during November brought a little snow or sleet, all of which melted immediately upon landing.  Rainiest 24 hours of 2.68” occurred on 4-4 September.
