Highlights:

November was rather mundane.  Therefore, this summary should be rather short.

November rainfall totaled in the low-end normal range at Reading 4 SW while areas not far to the east garnered above normal totals.  The modest total rainfall was enough to push the yearly total over 60 inches for the second year in a row to achieve the first back-to-back 60-plus precip years in 22 years of record.  November was entirely snow free.  Temperatures averaged moderately above normal overall while there were no unusually warm or cold days during the month.
