Average 4-Inch Soil Temps ranged from the mid 60s to the low 80s and showed a slight upward trend during the month.
Highlights:

Some heavy downpours early in the month and toward the end plus a few minor rainfalls in between contributed to the second wettest June in 24 years, second to 9.65 in 1989, which was a reversal from the second driest May last month.  However, this June’s rather hefty total was modest compared to many nearby and regional locations where a few had their wettest June and one of the wettest of any month.  Most of Berks County garnered June totals of 10 to over 13 inches.  Only in a narrow zone from Berks’ southern tip to Reading’s northwestern suburbs including Reading 4 SW and the Reading Regional Airport (KRDG), generally fell short of 10-inch June totals.  Only three miles to the east, West Reading reached 10.77 while two miles to the west, Sinking Spring collected 11.65 for June.  And a mile and a half northwest of there, State Hill tallied 12.31.  Indeed, radar imagery showed most of the heavy rain slugs narrowly missing this location either to the east or west during the very rainy four-day period that ended the morning of the 28th.  For the 282 months of record at Reading 4 SW, the 9.22 total for this June ranked twelfth.  And six additional months summed to less than this month but greater than or equal to 8.75.  Although careful record keeping at Reading 4 SW did not begin till 1983, casual pre-1983 observations and records from nearby locations indicate Junes of 1972, 1973, 1975, and 1982 quite likely totaled over 10 inches at this location.
The end-of-May heat continued into 2 June, and hot or muggy conditions prevailed from 18 June to the end.  Cool to mild temperatures prevailed in between.  Temperature anomalies offset such that the warmth rallied to a narrow victory.  But there were no impressive extremes of heat or cold this June.
