Average 4-Inch Soil Temps trended downward from the mid 50s early to low 40s late and ranged from 57 on the 1st to 39 on the 30th.
HIGHLIGHTS
It would be only a small exaggeration to say weather transitioned abruptly from September to December on 29 October.  The following five weeks proved the abrupt change to a much colder pattern prevailed right through November.  The maximum temperatures contributed more so to the cold anomaly than the minimums which may have made this November seem even colder than it really was.  Anyway, it was a shocking change from this very warm October.  There were a few opportunities for warmth to return, but those attempts were largely muted.  The exception was on Thanksgiving Day (22nd) when early autumnal warmth returned for a few hours allowing the temperature to spike at 70.  Historically, the 69 at KRDG tied 1979 for the second warmest Thanksgiving temperature in the Reading area.  The warmest still stands at 72 on 30 November 1933.  Thanksgiving was celebrated on the LAST Thursday in November prior to 1941.
Precipitation totaled almost exactly normal and was favorably distributed during the month.  The combination of early autumn warmth and favorable rainfall seemed to cause leaves to cling to the trees longer than usual; so long that many trees still had them for the first snowfall on the 18th-19th.  Said snowfall was so wet that it melted on contact with the leaves and limbs, and many remained on the trees for a while longer.  However, the wet snow caused some tree damage on nearby higher elevations.  This snowfall at Reading 4 SW was the earliest of an inch or more since Veterans’ Day 1987 when 4.9 inches accumulated.
